Time Change for Weekly TV Mass

mandates involving children’s programming. The TV Mass can also be accessed on
demand starting Saturday evening and running throughout Sunday on the Diocese of
Cleveland website, dioceseofcleveland.org. In addition, the Mass can be heard on the
radio, on AM 1260 The Rock, at 4 p.m. on Saturdays and 10:30 a.m. on Sundays.
Radio station WINT-1330 AM airs the Mass each Sunday at 9 a.m. and Cox
Communications cable subscribers can view the Mass on Sunday at 11:30 a.m. on
channel 45.
