SoLEMNITY OF THE MosT HOLY BODY AND BLOOD OF CHRIST

From the
Pastor’s Desk -
Dear Parishioners,

Because God made everything, everything is “like”
everything else. To understand the Solemnity of the Body
and Blood of Jesus Christ (“Corpus Christi”), we must put it
both in the proper biblical, liturgical, and contemporary con-
text. Our biblical context is the new creation and the new
Exodus journey to enter into our true and eternal homeland.
Our liturgical context is the actualization of who and whose
we are by virtue of the mysteries of Easter, Ascension,
Pentecost, and Trinity Sunday. Our contemporary context is
‘the world as we knew it, passing away.” In all of this, it's
very important to remember Jesus’ assurance: “Do not be
afraid, little flock, it has pleased God to give you the King-
dom.”

How did God rescue his people from 400 years of
slavery in Egypt? By the mystery of the Passover, with the
blood of the lamb of sacrifice marking the homes of believ-
ers, and the priests carrying the Ark of the Covenant ahead
of them into the promised land. In Joshua 3, the chosen
people were told: “When you see the ark of the covenant of
the Lord, your God, which the Levitical priests will carry, you
must also break camp and follow it, that you may know the
way to take, for you have not gone over this road before.”
Jesus leads by his passion, death and resurrection; and by
the gift of his Spirit we follow and are strengthened by the
Sacraments of the Church. On this Solemnity of Corpus
Christi, we need to be looking to Jesus in the Eucharist to be
our all in all, and also to be discerning the Body of Christ in
one another. This is the greatest commandment in a nut-
shell.

In the midst of the collapse of everything that was
once self-evident to a thoroughly Christian society; in the
midst of the collapse of structures and institutions in the
Church and civil society once thought unimaginable; can we
see our present circumstances as an opportunity for a new
birth? That is what happened to our once enslaved Jewish
ancestors; it is what happened to all who accepted Jesus
Christ, and him crucified; and now it is our turn! God does
not allow us to be tested beyond our strength because He is
our strength, and He has promised to make all things work
out together for the good of all who love Him.

When we are willing to be reconciled to God and to
one another, not allowing anything to be used to separate us
who are made in the image and likeness of
God from loving one another, then,
and only then, will we get a glimpse
of what God is preparing for those
who love him! “We have not gone
over this road before! So, let us pray!

What to Expect When Public Masses Resume

It is important for all of us to understand that things will not

planning for liturgical celebrations in the future, taking into
consideration any new guidelines.
