Dear Parishioners,

In this summer of summers, with “the world as we know it passing away,”
and “the collapse of the self-evident” in the face of Covid-19 and the various
responses to it, Cardinal Suenens reminds us, “the question is, what is the
question?” “Everyone will have their words to say,” Amy Grant sings, so
“find the word to help you find your way.” Our Scriptures this Sunday at
first don’t make this easier, for all three readings are demanding. What’s
going on?

Both Joshua and the Gospel of John make it clear that faith is a radi-
cal choice, except, perhaps, in comparison to the challenge of Ephesians 5!
“Wives be subordinate (or submissive) to your husbands”? Perish the
thought! Liberated women will not stand for it, nor their enlightened spous-
es! Well, what if the sense of the text is governed by the first sentence, “Be
mutually submissive to one another out of reverence for Christ.”?

Beyond the marriage question, “this field hospital in the middle of a
battle zone,” must continue to be the anchor of Christ’s transforming pres-
ence here in Little Rome. Just as we offer hospitality to graduate student
priests, regardless of their ability to pay, so we must it take the lead in
providing housing for all those involved in ministry here, starting with our
teachers. Mercifully, our exemplar in this is Antoinette Margot, who gave
her beloved home, “Theodoron” over to the work of God.

In this time of trial, more and more people are coming “home” to Saint

Anthony to find a place to pray. It is a “Kairos moment,” an opportune time,
to remember that only the parish is organized around the celebration of the
Eucharist, and invite all within our boundaries to worship as One. “There is
no salvation in anyone else, nor any other name under heaven given to men
by which we must be saved,” so please invite everyone you know to worship
here at Saint Anthony of Padua with us. That is what being mutually sub-
missive to Christ is all about.

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After escaping from slavery in Egypt, the Israelites had been wandering in the de-
sert for forty years. Most of them had been born in the desert and had never known
anything else! But they believed that God would someday do what He had promised
and find a home for them.

Joshua, a man whom God had chosen to speak to the people for Him, got everyone
together and told them, “If you do not want to serve the Lord, decide today whom
you will serve. You can worship the gods of Egypt, where your fathers were en-
slaved, or you can worship the gods of all the other people who live around this de-
sert. But my family and I will serve the Lord.”

The Israelites looked at each other, and thought about how easy it would be to
worship other gods who didn’t ask them to follow so many rules. This God had kept
them in the desert for forty whole years! But He had also freed them from Egypt,
kept them safe from their enemies, and given them bread to eat and water to drink.
He had performed miracles to show them that He still cared about them.

So they answered, “May it never be that we leave the Lord and pray to other gods.
We will serve the Lord, for He is our God!”



Jesus reminded His followers of this. He told them, “Your ancestors ate the bread
God gave them in the desert, and they still died. I am the bread of life. Whoever eats
this bread will live forever. Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood has life ev-
erlasting, and I will raise him up to Heaven at the end of the world.”

His followers were horrified. “You mean you want us to eat you?” they cried. They
couldn’t believe that Jesus really meant what he said. Of course, they didn’t know
yet that Jesus really would give us all his true Body and Blood in Holy Communion,
only it looks like little pieces of bread and a cup of wine. It’s a hard thing to under-
stand, and Jesus’s followers wondered if He was joking or speaking in riddles.

But Jesus wouldn'’t let them think that. “My flesh is true food,” He repeated, “and
my blood is true drink. Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood remains in me
and [ in him.”

Now, some of the followers just couldn’t accept this. They left Jesus! They went
back to their old lives and wouldn’t listen to Him or learn from Him any more. Je-
sus turned to His twelve closest followers and asked, “Do you not also want to
leave?” Peter, the leader of the twelve, said: “Master, to whom shall we go? You have
the words of eternal life. We have come to believe and are convinced that you are
the Holy One of God.”

Do you see what the twelve did? Like their ancestors in the desert, they knew there
was only one answer. Who else should we follow, if not the one true God?
