St. Cecilia 

Feast Day - November 22 
 

She was born in 200 AD. According 
to Roman legend, she was a young 
patrician woman of Rome who was 
a Christian. She was filled with love 
for God to whom she vowed her life 
and virginity. Forced into marriage 
by her father, she sang to God on 
her wedding day, praying for help. 
Soon after, Valerian, her husband, and Tiburtius, his 
brother, were miraculously converted to Christianity by a 
vision and gave themselves to the care of the sick and the 
burial of the dead. She spent her time preaching and in 
her lifetime was able to convert over four hundred people, 
most of whom were baptized by Pope Urban. Valerian and 
Tiburtius were martyred at Pagus Triopus, outside of 
Rome, along with a Roman official, Maximus, because 
they refused to sacrifice to the gods. Cecilia buried their 
bodies. So persuasive was she that her accusers 
converted to Christianity. Finally, the prefect, Almachius 
had her arrested and condemned her to be suffocated in 
the heated bath of her home. Despite the intense heat she 
was unharmed, so an executioner was sent to behead 
her. The executioner struck her three times but was 
unable to decapitate her so he left her bleeding and she 
lived for three days. Crowds came to her and collected her 
blood while she preached to them or prayed. She died on 
November 22, 230 in Sicily, Italy and was buried by Pope 
Urban and his deacons. She is regarded as the patroness 
of music, because she heard heavenly music in her heart 
when she was married, and is represented in art with an 
organ or organ-pipes in her hand.
