Solemnity of the Ascension of the Lord ï Year B 
 
 We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, Maker of all that is, seen and unseen. 
 We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father, God from 
God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, consubstantial of one Being with the 
Father.  Through him all things were made.  For us men and for our salvation he came down from heaven, and 
by the Holy Spirit was incarnate of the Virgin Mary, and became man.  For our sake he was crucified under 
Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried.  On the third day he rose again in accordance with the 
Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father.  He will come again in glory 
to judge the living and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end. 
 We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son.  
With the Father and the Son he is worshipped and glorified. He has spoken through the Prophets. 
 We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church.  We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness 
of sins.  We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come. Amen. (The Nicene Creed) 
 Truly the Creed can be difficult for some!  Yet, we believe it.  Asked about the bases for these matters, 
without hesitation we respond by saying that we believe all these things because they are found in the Holy 
Scriptures and are taught by the Church. 
 Furthermore, we believe that the Holy Scriptures is the Word of God. Regarding to the resurrection of 
our Lord Jesus, we accept the word of the eyewitnesses who experienced the risen Lord.  According to all four 
Gospels, the eyewitnesses received the blessing from the Lord, had conversations, and ate with him after his 
resurrection. 
 The Gospel of Mark, 16:15, 16, and 19, tells us that Jesus said to his disciples, 
ñGo into the whole world 
and proclaim the gospel to every creature. 
Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved; 
whoever does not believe will be condemned.ò 
ñSo then the Lord Jesus, after he spoke to them, 
was taken up into heaven 
and took his seat at the right hand of God.ò 
 The Gospel of this Sunday tells us that just before Jesus returned to his heavenly Father he gave order to 
his disciples to go out and proclaim the good news to all nations.  The disciples received this commission from 
the risen Lord and went forth to carry out the Lordôs command. 
 We have received our faith in the risen Lord proclaimed by the Apostles and those followed them 
through the centuries.  They did their duty.  What about you and me?  Have you ever thought that you have the 
same calling as the Apostles?

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BORING MASS  

Part 4 
 
 If we are regular Mass goers, we know what is going to happen next. Why?  Because we are accustomed to the ritual: 

we do the same things over and over. This can bring us comfort, but at the same time, we can become too comfortable. And 

when we become to comfortable, we may forget why we do our rituals in a certain way. We may find ourselves, without 

meaning to, going through the motions. We may even find ourselves bored. 

 How do we fight against this feeling of going through the motions, this boredom?  

 Part of it is to remind ourselves that every Mass is a source of countless graces. None of us ñdeserveò grace. Grace is 

Godôs gift, Godôs hand that is always outstretched to us. But it is up to each of us to grasp Godôs hand. The more open we are 

to Godôs, hand, Godôs grace, the more we are able to participate in Mass with faith and devotion, the more capable we are of 

receiving grace. To love the Mass means to be present with faith and devotion. And to be present with faith and devotion to 

be a part of living the Mass. 

 Living the Mass is about our full and active participation in the Mass, our sacrifices, our offerings, and our realiza-

tion of what that means. In every Mass, the Sacrifice of the Cross is renewed on the altar. When we go to Mass, we go to 

Calvary. As such, it is fitting that the procession marks the beginning of the celebration of Mass. The procession is a sign of 

triumph and royalty. It is a reminder of our own Christian pilgrimage from this life to our eternal reward. We witness the tri-

umphal entry of the standard of our salvation ï the cross ï and are reminded that our lives are fleeting and are a preparation 

of the life to come. We prepare as individuals so that we may prepare ourselves as a community. Through Christ and the 

Cross, we are united with each other.  

 For living the Mass is the work of all the people, not just a priest standing at the altar. Some of the people who help 

live the Mass are obvious. We see greeters, ushers, musicians, lectors, Eucharistic Ministers. But living the Mass goes more 

deeply. It is all of us who are gathered together who are celebrating the Mass. And our active celebration enriches the Mass, 

makes it more meaningful not only for ourselves, but for all of those attending.  

 As Mass begins, we offer our attention through the Introductory Rites. We can actively participate by singing the 

opening hymn and listening closely to the prayers. We then move to the Liturgy of the Word where we receive God in his 

Word, the Liturgy of the Eucharist where we receive God, through Jesus in body, blood, soul, and divinity, and, finally, the 

Concluding Rites where we are charged with going out into the world to live out the Gospel. Each of these parts offers us 

grace. In the next few weeks, we will look more closely at each of these and what they might mean to us.
