The first reading is from the Seventh chapter of the prophet Isaiah. The context and historical detail  
are symbolic. 
Consider verse 14: "...Therefore the Lord himself will give you this sign: the virgin shall conceive, 
and bear a son, and shall name him Emmanuel..." 
In the Gospel of Matthew, we hear the prophetic words of Isaiah ring true. Be alert!
