YOUTH AND YOUNG ADULTS MINISTRIES 
IN SPN - GUIDELINES 
The Pastorôs Ministry Road Map, #2 states as 
follows: 
ñBuild up the youth program to carry our young 
people along with us ï not to leave them behind.              
To this end the Youth Ministry would be 
expanded to include Young Adults Ministry, 
leading to the formation of a Youth Ministries 
Committee.  The Youth Mass is being modeled 
to fully give the young people a full sense of 
belonging by encouraging full and active 
participation of the young people in our parish 
liturgical ministries.  Our youth are our future!ò 
     This requires that there will be Youth 
Ministries Committee of five persons including 
the Youth Director, two from the Youth Ministry 
and two from the Young Adults Ministry.   The 
four would assist the director in the planning and 
execution of youth affairs programs in SPN.  My 
recommendation is that the committee meet 
quarterly.  The pastor attends the quarterly 
meeting, chaired by the director.  For a start, let 
the committee meet monthly.  Their 
responsibility includes determining how often 
the entire youth in the parish meet for activities, 
plan youth programs from the Archdiocese, and 
from the Pastor, and the entire parish 
community.  Above all, we would want the 
Ministries to plan and be involved yearly in the 
Nativity Play, Stations of the Cross, Passion 
Play on Good Friday, plan and develop Vacation 
Programs and Parish Youth Conference. The 
monthly Youth Mass demands youthôs full 
participation.  The ministries would have an 
annual budget, plan how to raise their funds and 
how and when they spend the funds.  The 
parish would also assist with funds when 
necessary.  Their coordinators will be appointed 
for two years tenure and renewable for three 
terms.  The director is for five years tenure of 
two terms, making a total of ten years. 
     At this beginning, this first year is a trial year 
for all five leaders, otherwise known as 
probation period.   These appointments will be 
reviewed in May, 2022.  Those appointed will 
lead with the Nuns now being hired for SPN. 
Hopefully youths would be represented in the 
Parish Pastoral Council. 
     It is desirable that the Youth and Young 
Adults Ministries be functional in SPN at this 
present time 2021 regardless of past records.  
Previous leaders of the ministry who dropped 
were dropped or resigned would not be in 
leadership position for one calendar year before 
eligibility to leadership position.  All leaders are 
subject to the Pastorôs approval.  The Director 
reserves the right to recommend appointees.  A 
full job description for the director would be 
provided, if necessary.  Conversely, 
coordinators will have a method of operation 
(modus operandi).  Those would become part of 
the guiding principles for Youth and Young Adult 
Ministries in SPN.
