HAPPY THANKSGIVING 

 



Today marks the last Sunday of the 
Liturgical Year B, the Thirty-Fourth 
Sunday, generally celebrated as the 
Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, 
King of the Universe. Our Bible 
readings for this yearôs occasion are: 
Daniel 7:13-14; Revelation 1:5-8; John 
18:33b-37; and our Song of Praise is 
Psalm 93. It is important to remember 
the mysteries surrounding Jesusô entry 
into our world, from conception to his 
resurrection, and his ascension into 
heaven. They are quite unlike anyone 
elseôs. Those mysteries depicted who 
he is and why we, the Church, have 
come to know him and revere him as 
Lord and God, and King of the 
Universe. He came into this world on 
mission, sent by the Father, to win the 
world back to the Trinity of God. 
Having obeyed (cf. Phil. 2:8), taught, 
conquered and worn the victory over 
principalities and powers of the 
universe, he is crowned as his portion, 
his booty, to have the world for himself 
and would return everything to the 
Father, and God would be all in all for 
all eternity. My understanding of this is 
that his kingship of the universe takes 
nothing away from the Father, who is 
over all and is in all, to his eternal 
glory (cf. Phil. 2:6-11). Some people 
do wonder about the Son as King and 
the Father as King too! 
 

     We gather in worship because 
by his death and resurrection, 
Christ has called us to himself and 
consecrated us through baptism 
into a new people of God. By that 
consecration we have become a 
priestly people, meaning by that, we 
are a new kingdom of worshippers 
offering spiritual sacrifices to God 
(cf. Rev. 1:5-6). In this new 
dispensation, every baptized 
person shares the priestly role as a 
worshipper to worship God in Spirit 
and truth, (cf. Jn 4:23-24).

This is why we shall all come to Mass to 
appear before the thrown of God and his 
Christ, at this new mountain of worship.   

  
     Pilate heard for himself while judging 
Christ that he is truly a king. Therefore, he 
testified: ñThen you are a king?ò (Jn 18:37). 
This is because he understood clearly that 
Jesus has his own kingdom, and has his 
own subjects. He spoke shoulder to 
shoulder with Pilate as co-kings, and he 
found no reason to condemn Christ. The 
kingdom of Christ does not belong to this 
world. This is the gospel truth, which the 
Lord Jesus proclaimed. (cf. Jn 18:36-38). To 
this, Pilate has nothing to dispute since it 
does not erode his worldly kingdom. As I 
indicated in last weekôs Reflections, the 
triumphal entry into Jerusalem by Christ the 
Son of David prefigured this Feast of Christ 
the King. Because Christ enthroned by his 
Father, the Ancient One, is the King of 
Kings (cf. Dan 7:13), he will pass the Last 
Judgment on all nations and peoples of the 
world which he came in to teach and 
minister to, that he might win us for his God 
and Father, after our original fall from glory. 
Hence, he came on mission to the earth for 
that purpose. Those who believe in him hear 
his voice, the voice of the Good Shepherd of 
God (cf. Jn 10:27-30). To Him be glory 
forever!

Resisting temptation is 
not easy, for the serpent is a formidable foe, but when we 
do we progress toward the reward of "an eternal weight of 

glory beyond all comparison 
 

(2 Corinthians 4:17). 

 Why do I have to go to Mass when I don’t enjoy 
it? 

A Catholic adult who lives an average lifespan can attend as 
many as 4,084 Sunday Masses.  No ritual or event can sustain 
good vibrations 4,084 times.  The truth is that the Mass is not

     Mass is public worship.  At every Mass, we worship God as a 

natural response to His overwhelming magnificence.  This is not 

because God needs our praise, but because we need to praise 

Him.  We recognize we need to praise Him.  We recognize and 

honor all that is good about him. 

     Mass is a sacrifice.  When the gifts are brought to the altar, 
each of us offers our lives along with the bread and wine.  We can 
do nothing of our own accord, so Christ accepts our offerings ς our 
sacrifice ς and joins it to His ongoing work of salvation. 
     Mass is a meal.  Through the Eucharist, Jesus makes His home 
within us.  We deepen our union with Jesus each time we receive 
His Word and His Body and Blood during Mass. 

How important is your priest? 
If the choir is present but the priest isn't, can there be a 
Mass? If the Eucharistic Ministers are there but the 
priest isn't, can there be a Mass? If the congregation is 
there but the priest isn't, can there be a Mass? 
If the priest is there but the choir, Eucharistic Ministers, 

and congregation isn't, can there be a Mass? Let that sink 
in. Honor, Respect and Pray for your priest. Without him, 
there is no Eucharist. Show him the appreciation he richly 

deserves.
