We Believe Gospel Reading 

Today, the second Sunday after Pentecost, we celebrate a second       
solemnity, which marks our return to Ordinary Time in the liturgical 
calendar. Today is the Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of 
Christ. At one time, this day was called Corpus Christi, the Latin words 
for ñthe Body of Christ.ò In the most recent revision of our liturgical 
rites, the name for this day is expanded to be a more complete reflection 
of our Eucharistic theology. 

In our reading for today, we read the account of the Last Supper found 
in the Gospel of Mark. It begins with the instructions that Jesus gave to 
his disciples to prepare their Passover celebration. It then goes on to give 
an account of the Last Supper. On this Sunday, however, our Lectionary 
reading omits the verses between these two passages; in those omitted 
verses we hear Jesus predict his betrayal by one of his disciples. 

The Gospel of Mark describes Jesusô Last Supper with his disciples as a 
celebration of the Jewish feast of Passover. The Jewish celebration of 
Passover is a memorial to and a ritual participation in the defining    
moment of Israelôs history. It celebrates Godôs deliverance of his people 
from slavery in Egypt. The Passover meal includes many ritually       
important elements, such as unleavened bread, lamb, and bitter herbs. 
Each food item recalls an aspect of the Exodus event. The instructions 
for the preparation of this meal are carefully prescribed in the Law of 
Moses. It is a central obligation of the Jewish faith tradition to celebrate 
this meal and to give thanks to God for his deliverance and protection. 

In the description of the Passover meal found in todayôs Gospel,        
however, Mark omits many elements of the Jewish Passover meal.     
Instead he describes only those elements he believes to be most essential 
to the Christian Eucharist: Jesus took bread, blessed the bread, broke 
the bread, and shared it with his disciples. Similar words and actions 
follow as Jesus shares the chalice with his disciples. This bread now 
shared is Jesusô own body. Those who drink from the chalice are invited 
to share in a new covenant which will be sealed by Jesusô own blood. 
Markôs Eucharistic theology looks forward to the Kingdom of God that 
Jesus inaugurates. 

The Gospel for today reminds us that the Eucharist is a memorial of 
Christôs sacrifice on the cross. We believe that Jesus is truly present to us 
in the elements of bread and wine. Each time we celebrate this           
sacrament, we prepare for the Kingdom of God. This celebration, as the 
Second Vatican Council taught us, is the source and summit of the   
Christian life.

On this feast honoring the Body and Blood of Christ, we are 

especially reminded that the Eucharist embodies Christôs     

message to humanity.  The paschal mystery, Christôs life, death, 

and Resurrection, is fully captured in our participation in the 

Sacrament of the Body and Blood of Christ. 

Our active participation in the Eucharist is more than a ritual of 

remembrance.  It is an ongoing uniting with God that fills our 

spiritual hunger with food and drink, consecrated bread and 

wine.  Eucharist joins spirit and matter together as it was always 

intended to be.  This unity, and our mindfulness of it, enables us 

to truly see the divine touch in everything and everyone. 

We prepare for the breaking of the bread by breaking open our 

hearts and asking those gathered for forgiveness for what we 

have done and what we have failed to do.  We break open the 

Scripture and respond together with ñThanks be to God.ò.  We 

offer one another the Sign of Peace as we prepare. Together we 

pray ñOur Father,ò not ñMy Father.ò Eucharist is a sacrament 

of community, a sacrament of sharing.  

The Eucharistic invitation is meant for everyone gathered, just 

as it was on the night of its institution.  We honor Jesusô words, 

ñDo this in remembrance of me,ò by our welcoming and        

inclusivity at the Communion table and beyond. 

The Body and Blood of Christ opens us up to authentic       

transformation that moves us beyond ego.  Through our active, 

intentional, and collective participation in the Eucharist, we  

affirm our connection to one another, our connection to the 

Body of Christ.
