What to do if you are worried about family  
abduction 

Family abduction happens when a child is taken or  
hidden by one family member from another, against 
custody or visitation rights. In some circumstances, 
family abduction is considered a crime, and can be 
prosecuted. If you are worried about a possible family 
abduction, you can take action. Have a valid custody 
agreement that outlines who can see or take your child, 
and when. Advise your child’s school or daycare about 
custody arrangements, including who can and cannot 
pick up your child.
