Dear Members of the Parish Family, 

 
Greetings to you from Fr. John Peter. Hope you are feeling well. This week I am writing to you all about the importance and the need to 
encourage our youth to participate in the Confirmation Program for those who have not received the Sacrament of Confirmation and for 
those who have received the Sacrament to participate in the Post Confirmation Program that are available in the Parish. 
  
Confirmation is an important milestone along the journey in one’s Catholic faith life. For teens, it represents an opportunity to look at our 
Catholic faith in a more adult way - exploring, discerning and deciding to make a willful and intentional commitment to learn and live the 
Catholic faith, beliefs, morals, and practices. For parents, Confirmation represents an important accomplishment in the parenting of a 
Catholic son or daughter, and an opportunity to talk about our faith with them in a more concrete way.  
  
OLV Confirmation classes will begin Weds, Sept. 16th at the Church Hall from 6:45p-8p. Once the Archdiocese allows, meals will be pro-
vided each week from 6:15p-6:45p prior to class. You may enroll on the 16th, pre-enroll online or register early by filling out the enrollment 
forms located at the back of the church and turning them at the Parish Office. The cost is $20.00 per student. 
We are also planning to have the Youth Mass at the last Sunday of each month beginning the Month of October where the youth will get to 
take active part in the different roles in the Sunday Mass. This way the parishioners will know what the youth are doing and how they are 
active in the parish.  
  
Young Adult Bible Study classes will also begin Sept. 16th at the hall from 7p-8p for those who are already confirmed. Please feel free to 
join us for meals from 6:15p-6:45 once the Archdiocese allows us to have the meals. 
  
We have formed wonderful Youth Group Volunteers Team who will help in the Confirmation and Post Confirmation Program. The Team 
comprises the following Volunteers: Kevin Konrade (Moderator), Chelle McCaskill, Maria Escobedo, Daniel Chavez, Pauline Resendiz, 
Angela Resendiz, Isela Ruiz, Liz Caralampio and Erica Montelongo. 
  
I would like to call upon the Parents to encourage your youth to participate in these program that we are offering in the parish. There are 
the Registration forms available at the back of the Church, please complete them and drop them at the parish office. I also call upon the 
Second Year Confirmation Students to return back to the Confirmation Program and those who have completed the Confirmation to return 
for the Post Confirmation Program.  
  
As always, please note that I am grateful to each of you for the way you participate in the different ministries of the Church, that which 
helps in the growth of the Parish.
