“This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased:
listen to Him.”

The voice from heaven let us know that Jesus was the
Lord and worth listening to. Pope Francis, in an Angelus
message, reinforced this message. He said, “The Pope is
not saying this. God the Father says it to me, to you, to
everyone. . . It is like an aid for going forward on the path
of Lent. The invitation from the Father is very important.
We are called to listen and to follow His word.

From the event of the Transfiguration, we need to focus
on two elements — ascent and descent. We must go up, be
close to God in prayer and separateness. Then when we
descend and return to the plain we meet our brothers and
sisters and we see the struggles of our fellow men and
women. When we hear the word of God we are meant to
carry it forward to our brothers and sisters in word and in
our actions. When we carry the Word in our hearts, the
Word grows and we are able to share the Word.

This is what it means to be a Christian — to hear the Word
in our hearts and to offer the Word to others in both pray-
er and action.
