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A MESSAGE FROM FATHER 

It’s a Battle! 
 
Today’s Gospel (Matthew 18.15-20) is about conflict. There is conflict 
everywhere. Maybe some people thrive on conflict? I dare say that 
most of  us don’t like conflict. If  given the choice, we may even choose 
to avoid conflict. Actually, it’s a challenge to write about this topic. 
Many times throughout my years as a priest, I avoided conflict. It 
created more problems. That’s not good. I’m not proud of  it. Conflict 
by itself  can be a good thing, if  we use it to learn other points of  view. 
Conflict resolution, done in a respectful, methodical way can be a 
blessing.  
 

I have discovered that in conflict, people want to be heard. They want their points of  view to 
be understood. When faced with conflict, it is so tempting to be defensive. As a result, we are 
not really listening to the other person. 
 
Jesus faced much conflict. He faced his accusers head-on. Jesus teaches us in today’s Gospel, 
how to deal with conflict. First, He says, go to the person. So often, when people are in 
conflict, they don’t do that. They go tell others about it instead. Our goal is to resolve the 
conflict on the lowest possible level: one to one. If  that does not work, then we are taught to 
take the next step. Involve 2 or 3 others. If  it is not resolved, then to move to a higher level.  
When conflict is dealt with properly by both sides, peace is achieved. In our homes, 
communities and country, we witness conflict. It takes strength. It takes grace. It takes Christ 
to help us.  
 
Jesus also reminds us to love our enemies. He tells us to do good to those who hate us. As 
Jesus was dying on the cross, He did not seek revenge. He forgave people that were 
persecuting Him! They were not asking for forgiveness! 
In forgiveness, we are gifted with peace. Let us pray for those in conflict. May they have the 

grace and wisdom of  Christ.
