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A MESSAGE FROM FATHER
Yes! No!

Here’s today’s Scripture passage about Jesus” “Parable of the Two
Sons” (Matthew 21.28-32).

Jesus said to the chief priests and elders of the people:
"What is your opinion?

A man had two sons.

He came to the first and said,

'Son, go out and work in the vineyard today.'

He said in reply, 'l will not, '

but afterwards changed his mind and went.

The man came to the other son and gave the same order.

He said in reply, 'Yes, sir, ‘but did not go.

Which of the two did his father's will2"

Of course, the chief priests answered that the first son is the one who did his father’s will. In
this parable, Jesus is accusing the chief priests of being like the second son. They said yes to
his father’s will but did not do it.

Can we identify with this story? Aren’t there moments when we have said yes to something
and did not do it? I think of moms or dads asking their children to clean their rooms. Yes!
But it does not get done.

We are called to do the will of the Father. Let our “yes” mean yes! It is a challenge at times to
follow the will of the Father. We can be easily distracted, out of energy or do it later. The
time is now.

Hey, here is the Good News! God loves us and wants us to have a full life that He designed
for us. He gave us the freedom to say “yes” or “no.” We can choose life. We can choose death.
We can obey or disobey. We can follow Christ or do it our own way. The fruit of choosing
God’s way is to live in His love. Obeying God is learning how to love.

God knows what is good for us. He invites us to choose His will!
