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A MESSAGE FROM FATHER

We are Called to Witness our Faith

Today’s Gospel (Mark 9.38-48) is about the cost of discipleship! We are
called to follow Christ as His disciples. The cost of discipleship is high!
Some people have met their death because they stood up for their faith.

St Thomas More was appointed Chancellor of England by King Henry
VIII. This was a privilege and an honor. When King Henry V111
divorced his wife, the queen, he remarried unlawfully. King Henry
wanted the support of dignitaries of state. They were forced to sign a
document, swearing under oath, that his marriage was lawful. St Thomas
More would not sign it. Lord Norfolk pressured him to sign it and wanted him to just go
along with it whether he believed in it or not. Thomas still refused. It was wrong. He was
arrested and eventually executed for treason.

St Thomas’” witness of faith cost him his life. The word in Greek for “witness” is “martyr.” He
trusted in God; even though he was on the verge of being overcome by fear. His reward was
eternal life.

We are called to witness our faith, too. At times, it’s a privilege and a joy. At other times, it
can be uncomfortable and cause problems. When we stand up for what is not right, we are
criticized. It could cost us a loss of friendship, division and even more.

Our Lord will not be outdone in generosity to us when we witness our faith. He will bless us
a hundredfold.

I am grateful to our Church that takes a stand on issues that need to be challenged. We are
criticized. Some even leave the Church because of this. Some of Jesus’ disciples also left him
when He was teaching them.

Standing up for our faith is based on trust. We know that God will always be there to give us
what we need. He is there to bless us with grace. We are not alone.

We pray for the courage and faith to do what is right. Let us be witnesses to our faith.
