10. Mass – The Homily 

 

History ïThe liturgical practice of explaining Scripture readings did not 
start with Christianity. It started with ancient Jewish custom. In the book 
of Ezra, the Levites helped the people to understand the law (Neh 8:7). 
The Jewish synagogues followed a similar practice. The readings from 
Scripture were accompanied by explanations. Jesus himself practiced this 
custom (Lk 4:18-30) and he regularly taught in the synagogues throughout 
Galilee (Mk 1:21). The homily is so important for passing on the faith that 
Vatican II taught that the homily should hold ñpride of placeò among vari-
ous forms of Christian instruction (Dei Verbum, 24).  
Description ïIn the homily the mysteries of faith and norms of Christian 
life are to be explained from the sacred text during the course of the litur-
gical year (c. 767). Those who proclaim the divine word are to propose to 
the faithful those things which one must believe and do for the glory of 
God and the salvation of humanity. They are to impart to the faithful the 
doctrine of the church concerning the dignity and freedom of the human 
person, the unity and stability of the family and its duties, the obligations 
in society, the ordering of temporal affairs according to the plan estab-
lished by God (c. 768). A homily must be given at all Masses on Sundays 
and holy days of obligation and it cannot be omitted except for a grave 
cause. A homily is strongly recommended for the weekday Masses, espe-
cially during the time of Advent and Lent or on the occasion of some feast 
day or sorrowful event (c. 767).   
Minister –The homily, which is part of the liturgy, is to be given only by 
an ordained minister: a deacon, priests, or bishop. As a successor of the 
apostles, the bishop, and the priests and deacons with whom he shares his 
authority have the responsibility to proclaim the Gospel and pass on all 
that Christ taught the apostles (Mt 28:18-20). The homily being given by 
an ordained minister is meant to be a sign that the preaching is passing on 
ñthe Churchôs apostolic faith and not merely the private thoughts and ex-
perience of an individual.ò It is the particular responsibility of the bishop 
as a successor of the apostles to teach the apostolic faith. Since priests and 
deacons, by virtue of their ordination, share in this particular responsibil-
ity, they may also proclaim the Gospel and deliver the homily at Mass.
