From the Saints 
 

Sixth Meditation by St. Alphonsus Liguori 

 

"The desire which Jesus has to unite Himself to us in Holy Communion." 

  

"Jesus realized that His hour had come" (John 13:1).  This hour, which Jesus called "His hour," was 
the hour of the night in which His passion was to begin.  Why did He call so sad an hour His 
hour?  Because this was the hour for which He had prepared for during His whole life.  It was in this 
hour that He determined to leave us the sacrament of the Holy Eucharist.  It was in this hour and in 
this sacrament that He desired to unite Himself entirely to the souls whom He loved and for whom 
He was soon to give His blood and His life.  

  

Recall how He spoke on that night to his disciples.  "I was eager to eat this Passover with you" (Luke 
22:15).  With these words He expresses His desire and anxiousness to unite Himself to us in this 
sacrament of love.  St. Laurence Justinian states that these words were words that came from the 
heart of Jesus.  His heart burned with infinite love: "This is the voice of passionate love." 

  

The same flame which burned in the heart of Jesus on that blessed night, burns in His heart to-
day.  Jesus gives the same invitation to all of us today to receive Him as He gave to His apostles on 
that night.  "Take and eat, this is my body," (Matthew 26:26).  In order to entice us to receive Him 
with affection, He promises paradise:  "The person who eats my flesh and drinks my blood, lives in 
me and I live in them."  (John 6:55)  If we refuse to receive Him, He threatens us with death:  "If you 
do not eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink His blood, you have no life in you."  (John 6:54) 

  

These invitations, promises, and threats, all find their source in the desire of Jesus Christ to unite 
Himself to us in Holy Communion, through the love that He bears us.  "There is not a bee," said our 
Lord to St. Mechtilde, "which seeks the honey out of the flowers with such eagerness of delight, as I 
have to enter into the souls that desire me."  Jesus, because He loves us, desires to be loved by 
us.  Because He desires us He wishes that we desire Him in return.  "God thirsts to be thirsted after," 
writes St. Gregory.  Blessed in that soul that approaches Holy Communion with a great desire to be 
united to Jesus Christ. 

  

Affections and Prayers 

My adorable Jesus.  You can not give me a greater proof of Your love, to show me how much You 
love me.  You have given your life for me.  You have willed Yourself to me in the Holy Sacrament, 
in order that I may come and nourish myself with your body and blood.  You are anxious that I re-
ceive you.  How, then, can I become aware of all these proofs of Your love and not burn with love 
for You?  All earthly affections, leave my heart; you hinder me from burning with love for Jesus as 
He burns with love for me.  What other pledges of love can I expect, my beloved Redeemer, than 
those which You have all ready given me?  You have sacrificed your whole life for my love.  You 
have embraced for my sake a bitter and infamous death.  You have reduced Yourself almost to anni-
hilation, by becoming food in the Holy Eucharist in order to give Yourself entirely to us.  O Lord, let 
me no longer live ungrateful for such great goodness. 

  

I thank You for having given me time to repent of the offenses I have committed against You and to 
love You during these says that remain to me in this life.  I repent for having despised your love.  I 
love you, O infinite goodness!  I love you, O infinite treasure!  I love You, O infinite love who are 
worthy of infinite love!  O, help me, my Jesus, to discard from my heart all affections that are not 
directed to You so that from this day forward I may not desire, nor seek, nor love any other but You. 

  

My beloved Lord, grant that I may always find You and grant that I may always love You.   Take 
possession of my whole will, in order that I may never desire anything except that which is pleasing 
to You.  My God, my God, whom shall I love, if I do not love You, who are the supreme good?  I do 
indeed desire You, and nothing more. 

 

O Mary, my Mother, take my heart into your keeping, and fill it with pure love for Jesus Christ.
