Peace and good! As we prepare to conclude our celebration of
the Easter Season, let us pause to reflect upon the gift of the
Holy Spirit. In his homily for Pentecost 2016, Pope Francis
shared the following insights regarding the role of the Holy
Spirit:

“I will not leave you orphans” (Jn 14:18). The central pur-
pose of Jesus' mission, which culminated in the gift of the
Holy Spirit, was to renew our relationship with the Father,
a relationship severed by sin, to take us from our state of
being orphaned children and to restore us as his sons and
daughters.

The Spirit is given to us by the Father and leads us back
to the Father. The entire work of salvation is one of “re-
generation”, in which the fatherhood of God, through
through the gift of the Son and the Holy Spirit, frees

us from the condition of being orphans into which we
had fallen. In our own day also, we see various signs of
our being orphans: in the interior loneliness which we
feel even when we are surrounded by people, a loneli-
ness which can become an existential sadness; in the
attempt to be free of God, even if accompanied by a de-
sire for his presence; in the all-too-common spiritual
illiteracy which renders us incapable of prayer; in the
difficulty in grasping the truth and reality of eternal

life as that fullness of communion which begins on
earth and reaches full flower after death; in the effort

to see others as “brothers” and “sisters”, since we are
children of the same Father; and other such signs.

Being children of God runs contrary to all this and is
our primordial vocation. We were made to be God’s
children, it is in our DNA. But this filial relationship
was ruined and required the sacrifice of God’s only-
begotten Son in order to be restored. From the immense
gift of love which is Jesus’ death on the cross, the Holy
Holy Spirit has been poured out upon humanity like a
vast torrent of grace.

By means of our universal Brother — Jesus — we can
relate to one another in a new way; no longer as or-
phans, but rather as children of the same good and
merciful Father. And this changes everything! We

can see each other as brothers and sisters whose diff-
erences can only increase our joy and wonder at shar-
ing in this unique fatherhood and brotherhood. (2016).”

Welcome, Opening Prayer — Fr. Tom
New discussion areas

Faith Development: The pastoral team is looking into new
areas to increase parishioners' faith development, such as
pilgrimages to Loretto.

Summary of Ministry Leader Workshop: The PAC dis-
cussed input from ministry leaders at the April 22 Ministry
Leader Workshop. The single, largest concern was about re-
cruiting new volunteers. Several ministry leaders, such as the
Knights of Columbus and the Men's and Ladies' Societies of-
fered to help other ministries when needed, and Fr. Tom en-
couraged this.

There was much discussion about creating a ministry coordi-
nator or a volunteer coordinator for the parish. In the end, to
assist the ministries with recruiting, the PAC recommended
sustaining the periodic parish ministry fairs and appealing to
all new parishioners. Currently, parish staff receives new pa-
rishioner registrations and Father Tom sends each a personal
note welcoming them to St. Joseph. To expand volunteer re-
cruitment and the welcome new parishioners receive, the regis-
tration form will be modified to include volunteer opportuni-
ties and request the new member's previous volunteer experi-
ence. This information will be passed to the respective minis-
try leaders. PAC members will then call new parishioners
about a month after Father Tom's note to welcome them and
discuss volunteer opportunities.

The PAC will develop a short, prioritized list of ideas from the
Ministry Leader Workshop to continue to review/adopt.

Updates on previous agenda items
Communion under two species

All Eucharistic Ministers will attend a workshop on June 6,
including about 14 new EMs. Training will include the new
parish EM guidelines. This summer, the parish will test Com-
munion under both species at the Saturday 5:00 p.m. Mass,
Weekday Masses and then the Sunday Mass at 5 p.m. will
follow if all goes smoothly. After a period of evaluation, and
the recruiting of more EMs, Fr. Tom and the PAC will discuss
adding the Sunday morning Masses. This may require chang-
ing Mass times.

Fall Ministry Fair

The parish ministry fair to recruit new members is scheduled
for a weekend in September after all Masses.

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We are very excited to announce that we have planned
yet another Vacation Bible School (VBS) here at St. Jo-
seph Catholic Church! This year's theme will be "Maker
Fun Factory: Created by God Built
for a Purpose." It will run from
Monday, June 26th through Friday,
June 30th from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00
noon. Last year we had over 80
young people participate; this year
we are aiming for 100!

As of Wednesday, May 31 we have
a total of 71 children signed up for
our Vacation Bible School scheduled for the last week in
June. That leaves 29 spots remaining out of a projected
100 participants! Each of the four different age groups
are slated to have no more than 25 children. This is so
we can have no greater than a 1:10 child-to-leader ratio.
