Divine Mercy Sunday The Second Sunday of 
Easter, April 11th, is Divine Mercy Sunday.  In His 
revelations to St. Faustina, Jesus asked for a uni-
versal Feast of Mercy to be celebrated by the 
Church throughout the whole world.  Jesus said to 
her: ñThe Feast of Mercy emerged from My very 
depths of tenderness.  It is My desire that it be sol-
emnly celebrated on the first Sunday after Easter.  
Mankind will not have peace until it turns to the 
Fount of Mercyò (Diary, 699).  Pope, St. John Paul II 
instituted Divine Mercy Sunday on April 30, 2000, 
on the same day that he canonized St. Faustina.  A 
central part to the devotion to The Divine Mercy is 
the Hour of Great Mercy.  This hour is from 3:00 to 
4:00 PM because Jesus died on the cross for us at 
3:00 PM.  In His revelations to St. Faustina, Jesus 
told her: ñas often as you hear the clock strike the 
third hour (the hour of Christôs death), immerse 
yourself completely in My mercy, adoring and glori-
fying it; invoke its omnipotence for the whole world, 
and particularly for poor sinnersé  In this hour you 
can obtain everything for yourself and for others for 
the asking (Diary, 1572).  We will observe the Hour 
of Great Mercy on Sunday, April 11th, from 3:00 to 
4:00 PM in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament 
and The Image of the Divine Mercy.  I will be availa-
ble for the sacrament of Reconciliation (Confession) 
from 2:00 to 3:00 PM.  --- Msgr. Skonseng 
Msgr.
