World Day for Grandparents  

                    and the Elderly  

Pope Francis established that a World Day for 
Grandparents and the Elderly will take place 
each year on the fourth Sunday in July.  This 
date was chosen because it is close to the feast 
day of Sts. Joachim and Anne, the grandparents 
of Jesus.  This year, it will take place on Sunday, 
July 25

th
.  The theme is: ñI am with always!ò  In 

explaining the significance of this celebration, 
The Dicastery for Laity, Family and Life of the 
Vatican states: 
 

 Pope Francis has demonstrated his spir
 itual closeness to the elderly throughout 
 his pontificate, and this should be read in 
 the light of the ecclesiology that distin
 guishes him.  Like other sectors that have 
 not always received adequate pastoral 
 care, older people have a precise mission 
 to fulfill as holy faithful People of God.  
 Pope Francis identifies their task as being 
 to keep memories alive and to transmit 
 the faith to the younger generations, but, 
 more importantly, he considers them to be 
 a significant component of the Catholic  
 laity. They are not simply óusersô of the 
 Church, but they are also companions on 
 the journey.  That is why this World Day is 
 not an occasion to produce a document 
 on old age, but rather there is a message 
 addressed to the elderly in which the Holy 
 Father asks them to share responsibility  
 for the way the Church will go into the  
 future and take part in the construction of 
 the world after the pandemic.
