Nineteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time August 8, 2021 Reflections 

Hello! 

You may agree with me that two important places in your home are the kitchen and dining 
table. They are there for purposes: to prepare and serve food for the family members. These 
places also connect us to other folks, like extended family, friends, and other guests. Even 
more, those places nourish our physical bodies. Generally, we cannot avoid such places. 
However, if they're not managed well, these places can also cause us harm and inflict illness-
es later!  

Another nourishment is for our souls in the form of spiritual sustenance, which God has prepared for us. In 
today's first reading, the First Book of Kings depicts the image of Elijah walking through the desert. He is 
struggling to deal with his brokenness, sins, and his past. He is contemplating giving up his will and power, for 
he is weak and waiting to die. Facing the most profound anguish and loneliness, Elijah surrenders to God's 
voice. Then, God saves Elijah with Bread from heaven; he regains his strength and continues his journey.  

The notion of Bread for life is illustrated in today's gospel when Jesus says, "I am the bread of life." Jesus 
points to himself as the Bread that was sent to the world by His Father in heaven. Thus, his body and blood 
feed our soul for life and eternal life.  

Jesus walked on earth and died physically. Jesus did not save our physical death, for he died like everyone else. 
Nonetheless, Jesus died on the cross to save our souls from death—meaning a separation from God. Thus, 
eternal life is not a far-fetched fantasy but a growing reality in a practical manner for active believers. Every 
Eucharistic Celebration is the feast that Jesus invites us to participate in the life of the Church. Jesus offers sac-
rifice, mercy, and love in the form of Bread and Wine that nourish our souls and bring us closer to him and the 
family of God. What will we miss if we choose not to be fed by His Bread of Life but something else?  

Like Elijah, as mentioned in today's first reading, sometimes we feel that we have no strength, energy, and 
courage to continue experiencing hurts, disappointments, or injustice. Alternatively, we could feel highly fa-
tigued due to daily responsibilities, illness, unexpected medical reports, separation, financial hardship, and so 
forth. Then we could say to ourselves: "I cannot take it anymore; I want to give up." We will remember Eli-
jah, who faced even worse. Nevertheless, the difference he knows whom to turn to. He surrenders God's 
strength and guidance in a time of turmoil and confusion. That nourishment is still offering for us in the Eucha-
rist.  

You probably have many important places in mind, such as home, working space, school, and others, but 
there is an important place that needs to include in your plan—the Church building—the place to worship 
God. This needs to be your priority. At Mass, we listen to the Word of God and receive Jesus Body in the Eu-
charist; it is the beginning of your day and journey. You leave the Church with a spirit of refreshment because 
you've been fed with His power, love, and wisdom. God resides within our souls throughout the week. We 
carry Jesus to all the places and through all circumstances. Reply on his strength for the daily journey for what-
ever event you may encounter in life.  

No one can live without food and water; it is true with the Bread from Heaven. They both are vital for hu-
mans' life. Like an airplane with two wings for flight and balance, our lives need physical and spiritual food to 
sustain life's journey, especially when we cannot explain the outcomes with our logic. It would help if you 
treasured his presence in the Eucharist, and being willing to receive him will be healing power and restoration 
for the journey.

Decimonoveno  Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario  Agosto 8, 2021 Reflexiones 

¡Hola! 

Quizás esté de acuerdo conmigo en que dos lugares importantes de su hogar son la cocina y la mesa del come-
dor. Están ahí para propósitos: preparar y servir comida para los miembros de la familia. Estos lugares también 
nos conectan con otras personas, como familiares, amigos y otros huéspedes. Más aún, esos lugares nutren nues-
tro cuerpo físico. Generalmente, no podemos evitar esos lugares. Sin embargo, si no se manejan bien, ¡estos 
lugares también pueden causarnos daño e infligir enfermedades más adelante! 

Otro alimento es para nuestras almas en forma de sustento espiritual, que Dios ha preparado para nosotros. En 
la primera lectura de hoy, el Primer Libro de los Reyes muestra la imagen de Elías caminando por el desierto. 
Está luchando para lidiar con su quebrantamiento, sus pecados y su pasado. Está contemplando renunciar a su 
voluntad y poder, porque es débil y está esperando morir. Ante la más profunda angustia y soledad, Elías se rin-
de a la voz de Dios. Entonces, Dios salva a Elías con Pan del cielo; recupera sus fuerzas y continúa su viaje. 

La noción de Pan para la vida se ilustra en el evangelio de hoy cuando Jesús dice: "Yo soy el pan de vida". Jesús 
se señala a sí mismo como el Pan que fue enviado al mundo por Su Padre celestial. Por lo tanto, su cuerpo y su 
sangre alimentan nuestra alma para la vida y la vida eterna. 

Jesús caminó sobre la tierra y murió físicamente. Jesús no salvó nuestra muerte física, porque murió como todos 
los demás. No obstante, Jesús murió en la cruz para salvar nuestras almas de la muerte, es decir, una separación 
de Dios. Por lo tanto, la vida eterna no es una fantasía descabellada, sino una realidad creciente de una manera 
práctica para los creyentes activos. Cada Celebración Eucarística es la fiesta a la que Jesús nos invita a participar 
en la vida de la Iglesia. Jesús ofrece sacrificio, misericordia y amor en forma de Pan y Vino que alimentan nues-
tras almas y nos acercan a él y a la familia de Dios. ¿Qué nos perderemos si elegimos no ser alimentados con Su 
Pan de Vida sino con algo más? 

Como Elías, como se mencionó en la primera lectura de hoy, a veces sentimos que no tenemos la fuerza, la 
energía y el valor para seguir sufriendo heridas, desilusiones o injusticias. Alternativamente, podríamos sentirnos 
muy fatigados debido a las responsabilidades diarias, enfermedades, informes médicos inesperados, separación, 
dificultades financieras, etc. Entonces podríamos decirnos a nosotros mismos: "No puedo soportarlo más, quie-
ro rendirme". Recordaremos a Elías, quien enfrentó cosas aún peores. Sin embargo, la diferencia sabe a quién 
acudir. Entrega la fuerza y la guía de Dios en un momento de agitación y confusión. Ese alimento todavía se nos 
ofrece en la Eucaristía. 

Probablemente tenga muchos lugares importantes en mente, como el hogar, el lugar de trabajo, la escuela y 
otros, pero hay un lugar importante que debe incluir en su plan: el edificio de la Iglesia, el lugar para adorar a 
Dios. Ésta debe ser tu prioridad. En la Misa escuchamos la Palabra de Dios y recibimos el Cuerpo de Jesús en la 
Eucaristía; es el comienzo de su día y viaje. Dejas la Iglesia con un espíritu refrescante porque has sido alimenta-
do con Su poder, amor y sabiduría. Dios reside dentro de nuestras almas durante toda la semana. Llevamos a 
Jesús a todos los lugares y a todas las circunstancias. Responda sobre su fuerza para el viaje diario de cualquier 
evento que pueda encontrar en la vida. 

Nadie puede vivir sin comida ni agua; es cierto con el Pan del Cielo. Ambos son vitales para la vida de los huma-
nos. Como un avión con dos alas para el vuelo y el equilibrio, nuestras vidas necesitan alimento físico y espiritual 
para sostener el viaje de la vida, especialmente cuando no podemos explicar los resultados con nuestra lógica. 
Sería útil si atesoraras su presencia en la Eucaristía, y estar dispuesto a recibirlo será un poder sanador y restaura-
dor para el viaje.
