All employees and all vol-
unteers who may have contact with children continue
to be required to complete Protecting God’s Children
training. Due to our current inability to gather togeth-
er for live trainings, volunteers can currently meet this
requirement through participation in two online train-
ings: VIRTUS online PGC training and Massachusetts
online Mandated Reporter training.

4. Complete the registration process
