On Further Reflection 

“Very Dear” 
Fr. Timothy Perkins 

 

Reading from St. Paul’s first Letter to the Thessaloni-
ans, I was touched by a memory of a long-ago-heard 
meditation.  I am unable to remember much of the 
content, but I was moved by reminder of the 
Apostle’s expression of deep personal regard for the 
faithful.  The phrase that most struck me was from 
verse eight of the second chapter.  “So, being affec-
tionately desirous of you, we were ready to share 
with you not only the Gospel of God but also our 
own selves, because you had become very dear to 
us.”  I hope you know that you, likewise, have be-
come very dear to me in my time of service in this 
parish.   But the words, “affectionately desirous,” 
awaken within me something I find difficult to ex-
press. 
 

Fortunately, verses eleven and twelve provide the 
appropriate language.  “Like a father with his chil-
dren we exhorted…encouraged…and charged you to 
lead a life worthy of God.”  This is indeed how I af-
fectionately desire to minister with each and every 
one of you.  And I pray my teaching, preaching, pas-
toral care, and leadership always reflect this Divine 
calling, that we may more fully “lead a life worthy of 
God, who calls you into his kingdom and glory.”
