TODAY, Sunday, Oct. 16th, the K of 
C will present the  Silver Rose at the 
10:30 Mass.  Since 1960, the Silver  
Rose program, originally called Oper-
ation Rose, has gathered Knights & 
Columbian Squires from Mexico, the 
US & Canada under the mantle of Our 

Lady of Guadalupe, Patroness of the Americas. In the 
mid-1990s, it was adopted as a Supreme Council initi-
ative, & grew to encompass multiple pilgrimage 
routes & reaffirm the Order’s commitment to the sanc-
tity of human life.   
 

The Knights of Columbus are now selling raffle 
tickets.  Five pr izes will be awarded.  Tickets are $5 
ea or 5 for $20.00.  The winners will be selected on 
Sunday, 11/20, the Sunday before Thanksgiving.   

 

The 40 Days for Life campaign to end 
abortion through prayer, sacrifice and 
community outreach in ongoing and 
will end on Sunday, Nov. 6. Peaceful 
prayer vigils outside of abortion facili-
ties will be held in two locations in 
our area: the public right of way out-
side of Planned Parenthood on 6464 
John Ryan Drive in Fort Worth, and 
the public right of way outside 
Planned Parenthood South Dallas at 7989 West Vir-
ginia Drive.  You may sign up to participate in the 
prayer vigils at 40daysforlife.com. During the fall 
campaign, peaceful prayer vigils will be held in 367 
locations in all 50 states & 23 nations. A 40 Days for 
Life UNITED bus tour will travel to all 50 states dur-
ing the campaign. The UNITED bus will visit the Fort 
Worth vigil location on Saturday, Oct. 29 at 5 PM. 
A rally will be held at the Dallas location at 7 PM on 
the same day. 40 Days for Life campaigns in the past 
have saved 11,796 lives, aided in the conversion of 
133 abortion workers, and helped close 75 abortion 
facilities.  Knights of Columbus Council 13363 is 
signed up for Sunday mornings, 12:00 a.m. to 2:00 
a.m. at the Fort Worth location. Everyone is wel-
come to join them, but looking at the vigil calendar 
they have a many spots that need you.

To the Parishioners of Saint Mary the Virgin, 
 
During these 40 Days for Life and October being  
the Month of the Rosary, I continue with some  
reflections on the importance of the crucifix. While 
our sanctuary does not have a rood, a large crucifix 
with Mary and St. John set above the entrance to the 
chancel of many medieval churches, we do have our 
own “rood” in the stained glass above the altar. 
There we see, at the foot of the cross is Mary, and 
Jesus from the cross, gave her to the Apostle John 
and to each one of us. In the midst of evil, death and 
torture, there is Mary. Our Blessed Mother is the 
woman who gave herself totally to God and received 
the privilege of carrying the very love of God down 
to earth. 
Mary recalls for us the true dignity of all men and 
women, and as Pope Benedict said, is showing us 
that the path of total surrender to God is the path of 
true freedom. There is hope for all of us, because of 
the cross, because of Mary standing beneath it  
beckoning us to seek and live out the mercy of God. 
Is it hard to be at the foot of the cross with Mary?  
Oh yes, but these words of Venerable Archbishop 
Fulton Sheen reminds us that it is far harder to be  
anywhere else:  
 “Oh!  Tell me, how can hands bless that are nailed 
fast?  How can lips that are bruised and parched with 
desolation preach the tidings of Divine Love?  How 
can feet that are dug with steel go after souls that are 
lost?  They cannot.  And if we are to undo the harm 
that we have done, we must make our way up the 
penitential slope of Calvary, up to the chalice of all 
common miseries, and cast ourselves at the foot of 
the Cross.  We must kneel there at the foot of that 
Pulpit of Love and confess that when we stabbed His 
Heart, it was our own we slew.  But, oh, it is such a 
difficult thing to climb up the hill of Calvary!  It is 
such a humiliating thing to be seen at the foot of the 
Cross!  It is such a painful thing to be with one in 
pain and to be seen with one condemned by the 
world!  It is such a hard thing to kneel at the foot of 
the Cross, and admit that one is wrong.  It is hard;  
but it is harder to hang there!”
