The Unifying Power of the Body of Christ 

� On his 25

th

 Holy Thursday as Pope, April 17, 2003, John Paul II issued 

the last of his fourteen encyclicals entitled Ecclesia de Eucharistia, 

which translates in English to “The Church draws her life from the Eu‐

charist.”�

� The first part of the document contains the following: “Eucharistic 

communion also confirms the Church in her unity as the body of Christ. 

St. Paul refers to this unifying power of participation in the banquet of 

the Eucharist when he writes to the Corinthians: ‘The bread which we 

break, is it not a communion in the body of Christ? Because there is one 

bread, we who are many are one body, for we all partake of the one 

bread’ (1 Cor. 10:16�17). Saint John Chrysostom’s commentary on these 

words is profound and perceptive: ‘For what is the bread? It is the body 

of Christ. And what do those who receive it become? The Body of 

Christ�not many bodies, but one body. For as bread is completely one, 

though made up of many grains of wheat, and these, albeit unseen, re‐

main nonetheless present, in such a way that their difference is not ap‐

parent since they have been made a perfect whole, so too are we mutu‐

ally joined to one another and together united with Christ’”.�

� “The seeds of disunity, which daily experience shows to be so deep‐

ly rooted in humanity as a result of sin, are countered by the unifying 

power of the body of Christ. The Eucharist, precisely by building up the 

Church, creates human community.’”�

� The Pontiff goes on to explain that the sacrament of the Eucharist is 

not a reenactment of Christ’s sacrifice, but makes Christ’s sacrifice pre‐

sent again. In Communion, Christ offers himself as nourishment, which 

“spurs us on our journey through history and plants a seed of living 

hope in our daily commitment to the work before us.”�

� It is good to be reminded that the Eucharist has unifying power. Be‐

cause of personal and corporate sin, our world, our society, our state, 

our community, our Church are fragmented. People with different opin‐

ions are creating deep caverns of division. They refuse to talk to one 

another and remain angry. Genuine attempts at reconciliation are met 

with hatred and vengeance. The rate of crime is escalating beyond con‐

trol as a result. �

� We tend to forget that we all approach the table of the Lord as 

equals. Each one of us receives Christ, but also Christ receives each of 

us. It is because of Christ that each of us has life here in this world, and in 

the world to come. �

� It’s not enough to receive Christ. We must also be Christ when we 

return to our pew, when we go home, out in the community, when we 

drive our car, when approached by someone we’d rather not talk to. If 

we truly believe in the words of Jesus who said “…the bread that I will 

give is my flesh for the life of the world,” then we must also believe in 

its “unifying power.”�
