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Witnessing a Miracle: 40 Days for Life�

by St. Patrick Respect Life Volunteers�

From September 22

nd

 through October 31

st

, the 40 Days for Life campaign brings people of all denomina:ons 

together in prayer and peaceful vigil to protect women and unborn children from abor:on. St. Patrick parish 

commi@ed to prayer on two days: October 12

th

 and 27

th

.  During the 40�day dura:on, a tent across the street from 

the Delta abor:on facility is home base for “prayer warriors.” Throughout the day, prayer warriors come and go, 

praying silently or praying together. �

On this par:cular day, a Tuesday, prayer warriors arrived early. Tuesdays, when most of the abor:ons are performed, 

are ac:ve days at the facility. The facility staff and volunteers arrived early to escort women into the facility. These 

volunteers directed the cars and escorted women into the facility quickly. Their sign said, “Do not stop your car. Do 

not speak to anyone.” By 9 a.m. the parking lot was full. �

With the parking lot full, the facility escorts leD, and things were quiet un:l a dark sedan turned into the driveway. 

The car stopped and a sidewalk counselor offered a pamphlet to the driver, a man. ADer a moment of conversa:on, 

the counselor waved over to those of us praying across the street. “Does anyone speak Spanish?” he asked. �

Saying that his Spanish was not very good but eager to assist, one of our prayer warriors approached the car. He 

leaned down to speak to the driver for a few moments. He returned to the mee:ng tent when it was clear that the 

driver was proceeding. Our volunteer reported that he spoke to the driver, but that the woman passenger did not 

look at him or speak. He also saw a young child in a car seat in the back, watching. Almost apologe:c, he said there 

wasn’t much that he could say except, “Help is available. God loves you…and so do we.” The couple were given 

brochures iden:fying resources for an unplanned pregnancy and a copy of a prayer for the unborn to Our Lady of 

Guadalupe which we had just prayed.�

Ten minutes passed and the dark sedan backed out of its parking space, drove forward, and again stopped beside the 

sidewalk counselor. The counselor waved his arms, calling our volunteer over.  He quickly jogged over and leaned 

down to speak to the driver.  Within a few minutes the car rolled away and our volunteer returned to those in prayer. 

“They changed their minds. This :me the woman looked at me, and she was wearing a big smile,” he reported as 

tears filled his eyes.  Prayer. A few loving words. A miracle. �
