Our church has now reopened for Sunday 
Masses.

accommodated due to safety protocols. There 
will be one pew of reserved seating for each 
family. 
 
Registration will be on a first come first serve 
basis. Please let us know your choice of date and 
Mass time as soon as possible.

Candidates are invited to receive the Sacrament 
of First Reconciliation from Father Kevin before 
making their First Communion. You may bring 
your child on any Saturday starting the week of 
August 29th at 3:30pm till 4:15pm. Confessions 
take place outside the Church at the Rectory 
side porch which faces the side of the Church.
