This weekend, an interesting event happens: what would have been the 12" Sunday in
Ordinary Time is trumped by the great solemnity of the Nativity (birth) of St. John the Baptist. The
reason for this is simple. Every year, the Church celebrates the birthday of St. John the Baptist on
June 24. This year, it just so happens that June 24 falls on a Sunday. As | have spoken about before, in
our Catholic tradition, there are many celebrations of our Lord Jesus, the Blessed Virgin Mary, and the
saints which each have varying levels of importance or “precedence.” The solemnity of the Nativity of St. John the Baptist
is of a higher importance or precedence than that of a Sunday in Ordinary Time. Therefore, if June 24 falls on a Sunday,
the celebration of the Nativity of St. John the Baptist is observed instead of the 12" Sunday in Ordinary Time (more on the
tradition of “progressive solemnity” below in the Catholic Tidbits section).

We may wonder why the Church celebrates with such high solemnity the birthday of St. John the Baptist. After all,
he is only one of three birthdays that the Church celebrates with its own feast day. We celebrate Jesus’ birthday on
Christmas, and Mary’s birthday on September 8" each year. Indeed, already in the early 400’s the great Church Father, St.
Augustine, said this: “The Church observes the birth of John as a hallowed event. We have no such commemoration for any
other fathers; but it is significant that we celebrate the birthdays of John and of Jesus. This day cannot be passed by.” But
why is St. John the Baptist’s birthday of such great importance?

Well, first of all, as we hear in the Gospel reading at Mass, the events of his birth are recorded in the gospel of St.
Luke, chapter 1. Just the fact that the details of his birth and God’s incredible plan for St. John the Baptist are included in
the Bible demonstrates the significance of the event. But the Collect (opening prayer) at Mass gives us even more clues as
to what is so very significant about this day. St. John the Baptist was given the mission by God to “make ready a nation fit
for Christ the Lord.” St. John’s whole mission and purpose is to prepare the people of Israel for the coming of their savior,
which St. John does by carrying out a baptism of repentance for the forgiveness of sins, by encouraging people to give up
their sinful habits and ways, and by pointing Jesus out to the people as the Lamb of God who takes away the sins of the
world when Jesus comes to be baptized by St. John in the Jordan river.

Further, St. John the Baptist, by his example and mission, reminds us of a critically important spiritual truth- Jesus
Christ is the way to salvation and peace in this life and in the life to come. St. John’s whole purpose is to point to someone
else- his whole mission is to draw attention not to himself, but to point people to Jesus as the way to salvation, joy and
peace. Jesus is the source of salvation and peace for all people. He is the way, the truth and the life, and the unique Savior
of the world. St. John the Baptist insisted on this truth; we are called to do the same!
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Catholic Tidbits: Progressive Solemnity

As | mentioned above, the Catholic Church observes a process for liturgical celebrations called “progressive
solemnity.” What this means is that there are different levels of celebration for different saints and events in salvation
history. I'd like to briefly outline the four basic levels of progressive solemnity. The lowest level of celebration is called a
“ferial day.” This is a weekday during Ordinary Time on which there is no particular saint being celebrated. The next level
is called a “memorial.” Memorials are typically celebrations of saints or events in the life of the Blessed Virgin Mary that
are of a lesser significance. There are two kinds of memorials: obligatory memorials, which mean that the priest, when
celebrating Mass on that day, is required to celebrate that particular memorial; and optional memorials, which means
that the priest may choose whether or not to celebrate the memorial of a saint on that day. For example, this Thursday,
June 28, is the annual obligatory memorial of St. Irenaeus, a bishop and martyr from the 2 century. That means that the
priest-celebrant at Mass on Thursday must use the prayers assigned for the memorial of St. Irenaeus.

The next level of celebration is a “feast day.” On a feast day, the gloria must be sung or said at the Mass, since the
day is of a higher level of celebration. An example of an upcoming feast day is July 3, which is the annual feast day of St.
Thomas the Apostle. Finally, the highest level of celebration is a “solemnity.” On a solemnity, the gloria is sung or said,
there are two readings from the scriptures before the Gospel instead of just one, and the Nicene Creed is recited by the
faithful after the homily. A solemnity looks just like a Sunday Mass in its celebration. Indeed, every Sunday Mass is a
solemnity. Also, every holy day of obligation is a solemnity; however, every solemnity is not necessarily a holy day of
obligation. For example, next Friday, June 29, is the annual solemnity of Saints Peter and Paul. It is a solemnity, but it is not
a holy day of obligation.
