Fr. Steve’s Prayer for Consideration:

“O God, who through the grace of adoption cho:

This weekend, we return to celebrating the Sundays of Ordinary Time, and our Collect (opening
prayer) at Mass this Sunday is full of powerful images and helpful descriptions of spiritual realities.
There are a lot of possible sources for meditation and thoughtful prayer from the Collect written above,
but | am going to mention just four. First, this Collect reminds us of a critically important point for us to
always remember: through our reception of the sacrament of baptism, we were spiritually adopted by
God the Father as His own son or daughter. This is not an analogy or a symbolic adoption; it is a real and true spiritual
adoption. God is our Father. We are His children. We are the family of God.

Second, the prayer reminds us that this adoption by God the Father was not our doing- it is He who chose us to be
members of His family. We have been specifically chosen by God to members of His household, His Church. Have we ever
taken time in prayer to think about what that means? That God has specifically chosen you to be His son or daughter with
intention and purposefully?

Third, we pray that we not be “wrapped in the darkness of error.” This phrase describes spiritual error perfectly.
When we choose to live in a way not in accord with our baptismal dignity, when we choose to live in sin, when we choose to
ignore or disregard God’s commandments and the teachings of His Church, we “wrap” ourselves in darkness. Living in sin
and indulging sinful habits darkens our conscience and makes it harder for us to see with spiritual eyes of faith what it right,
holy and true.

On the other hand, when we cooperate with God’s grace, and choose to live a life of faith in God, making use of
the sacraments of confession and Holy Communion, spending daily time in prayer, and seeking to do what is right, we
“stand in the bright light of truth.” Just as choosing to indulge sinful temptations and disregard the teachings of Christ
and of His Church have a darkening effect on our conscience and our soul, living in the truth of God’s commandments and
the teachings of the Church has a brightening effect: the more we live in accordance with God'’s grace, avoid sin, go to
confession, stay faithful to the teachings of the Church, the more we will see clearly just how present God is in our world
and our lives, and the more we will see the value in the things of God.

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Catholic Tidbits: Priestly Vestments

| often wonder what non-Catholics, or people who are new to the Christian faith think of when they see the priest
walk up the aisle to begin Mass. Perhaps they think- why is he wearing those funny looking robes? If a non-Catholic were
to ask us, “what is the significance of the different vestments of the priest at Mass,” would we be able to answer them? So,
for the next several weeks in my “Catholic Tidbits” section, I'd like to speak briefly about the various vestments that a priest
wears for the celebration of Mass, their historical development, and what they signify.

The style and type of vestments worn by the priest at Mass has developed slowly over the Church’s 2,000-year
history. At first, the clergy didn’t wear particularly distinctive clothes to celebrate Mass. In the early years of the Church,
both the clergy and the people attended worship in their everyday clothes. However, the priest would often set aside his
best set of clothes to wear for celebrating Mass with his people on Sunday. Over time, it became common for the priest
to simply leave that set of his best clothes at the Church, and he would change into them to celebrate Mass. In the sixth
and seventh centuries (500’s and 600’s A.D.), the style of clothing in Rome and the surrounding societies began to change
drastically. However, the clergy continued to use the older form of dress partly because they preferred the dignity of the
older garments, and partly because they could not afford to discard the expensive clothes that they were already using for
Mass. By the 800’s A.D., instructions and rules were beginning to be issued regarding what kind of clothes the priest could
wear to celebrate Mass. In about the year 850 A.D., Pope Leo IV required the priest to wear the vestments that we see the
priest wear today: the amice, alb, stole and chasuble. Thus the vestments we see the priest wear for Mass today has been
continuous practice now for roughly 1,100 years!
