Fr. Steveôs Prayer for Consideration: 
 

ñShow favor, O Lord, to your servants and mercifully increase the gifts of your grace, that, made fervent 

in hope, faith and charity, they may be ever watchful in keeping your commands.  Through our Lord  

Jesus Christ your Son...ò         -Collect for the 16th Sunday in Ordinary Time 

 

 This Sunday’s Collect (opening prayer) gives us a handy definition right in the first line.  “Grace” 
is often a very difficult word to define.  It is a rather mysterious word because it describes God’s action 
in our lives, God who is Himself mysterious to us.  Grace can be defined in a lot of different ways and 
viewed from different angles.  The Catechism of the Catholic Church defines “grace” this way: “The free 
and undeserved gift that God gives us to respond to our vocation to become his adopted children.”  So 

grace is God’s free gift, or spiritual help, or a sharing of His divine life, or His favor.  God shows favor to us by gracing us,  
because by sharing His grace with us, God is freely and undeservedly increasing His gifts in our life.  So, the first line of our 
Collect neatly defines “grace” by asking for it: we ask God to “show favor” to us, His servants.  We are asking for an increase 
in His grace.   
 Now, not many of us, having received an unexpected, unmerited gift from a family member or loved one would 
turn around and ask for more.  We are taught from our early years to be grateful for gifts that we receive, and never, never 
ask for more gifts.  However, God wants us to ask Him for an increase in His gifts.  He of course desires that we be grateful 
for the gifts that He already has given us in our lives, but He wants us to keep asking for more.  Why?  Because God loves to 
give.  God is love itself.  God is pure generosity, pure gift.  God is always desiring to give of Himself, to pour Himself out in 
love to us.  But of course, God also honors our free-will.  Which is why Jesus tells us throughout the Gospels to ask God for 
what we need.   
 And why do we ask for this increase in grace from God?  For two reasons: first, so that we may remain fervent in 
faith, hope and charity.  Remember, faith, hope and love are the three theological virtues; that means that faith, hope and 
love are also gifts from God.  We cannot earn faith, hope, or love, and we cannot produce them ourselves either- they are 
God’s gifts to us.  By God’s grace, we will remain fervent, dedicated, devoted to living lives of faith, of hope and of love.  
Second, we ask that being fervent in faith, hope and love by the gift of God’s grace, we may be watchful in keeping God’s 
commands.  And that is what it is all about: faithfully living God’s commandments.  As Jesus says in the Gospel of St. John, 
“If you love me, you will keep my commandments” (John 14:15).  And St. John says in his first letter: “For the love of God    
is this, that we obey His commandments” (1 John 5:3).   But ultimately, the ability to keep God’s commandments well      
depends first and foremost upon His grace helping us to do so, which is why we must so regularly ask God for it!

Catholic Tidbits: Priestly Vestments 
 This week, we come to one of the most familiar pieces of the vestments: the alb.  The alb is one of the vestments 
that is not strictly reserved to the priest alone.  A deacon wears an alb at Mass and while celebrating other sacraments, such 
as a baptism.  Even altar servers are permitted to wear an alb while serving at the altar.  The alb is the penultimate Christian 
article of clothing, because it hearkens back to the white robe that newly baptized Christians put on after their baptism at 
the Easter Vigil (we still have that practice today).  The pure white cloth that the alb consists of is a reminder on the outside 
of the bright gift of God’s holy grace that we who have been baptized have received on the inside, in our souls.  It is also 
symbolic of purity of heart that the priest ought to have upon entering into the celebration of the Holy Mass.  The alb is a 
long, white, full, ankle-length robe with sleeves.  It covers the majority, if not all of the priest’s street clothes.  The prayer 
that the priest prays while putting on the alb speaks to the dignity of our Christian baptism, and the need for purity of heart 
to celebrate the sacred mysteries, referring to the bright, pure white robes that the holy ones in heaven wear according to 
the book of Revelation (see Revelation 7:14): “Purify me, O Lord, and cleanse my heart; that being made white in the Blood 
of the Lamb I may deserve an eternal reward.”
