From the Desk of Father Steve: Centering QOur Lives on the Mass- Part XIV

AWe have been given Sacred Scripture so t

After the priest prays the opening prayer (Collect) of the Mass with and for the people, all
gathered are seated, and now the heart of the first half of the Mass, the Liturgy of the Word,
begins. A few things that we should note here. First, our bodily posturei S i mpWermusa n t
always remember that we are spirits joined to flesh, and so what we do with our bodies has an
impact on our souls, whether good or bad. So, even the posture that we take at Mass is meant to
be symbolic and to teach us spiritual truths. Often, when a non-Catholic attends Mass, the first thing that they might
notice is how often we Catholics participate in choreographed motion throughout the Mass- stand, sit, stand, kneel,
stand, kneel, sit, etc. But there are spiritual reasons for why we use the posture that we do during different parts of
the Mass. You’ll notice, for example, that we very rarely, if ever, sit while we are actively praying to God. That’s
because making petitions to God (i.e. asking Him for things) is not really appropriately done while seated. We stand or
kneel to actively pray. However, we do sit during times when we are meant to listen attentively and reflect on what
we are hearing or doing.

So, as the scriptures begin to be read to us at Mass, we are seated. But that doesn’t mean that we should
allow ourselves to become overly casual or relaxed. We are still supposedtobe a t e n tlistemihgy Think of
when we are at the doctor’s office and we are seated on the examination table, and the doctor is explaining new
medications or a new procedure to us- we sit at attention because the information being shared is really important.
The same should be true with our posture at Mass. When the Sacred Scriptures are being proclaimed, God Himself is
truly speaking to each of us individually, and to us as a whole, at the same time. His Word, because it is the Word of
God, has the power to speak to us and touch our hearts like no other written word can. So be attentive, brothers and
sisters, as attentive as is possible. If it helps you to focus, make use of the missalettes that are in the pews to follow
along with the scripture readings. Even though the scriptures are ultimately meant to be heard, if reading along can
help us, by all means, do so.

The brief call and response between the lector (reader) and the congregation should not be passed over
lightly. After announcing to us from which book of the Bible the particular reading that we are going to hear is
coming from, the lector reads the scripture passage, and then says to us: “The Word of the Lord.” Notice, this is a
statement of fact, not a question. What we have just heard is the voice of God Himself, His word, spoken to us.

And so, rightly the people respond, “Thanks be to God!” | would encourage us to ask ourselves whether we say that
four-word response robotically, or whether we really say it with the love and devotion of our heart. After all, the
God of the universe has just spoken to us! Thanks be to God, indeed, who loves us so much that He gives us an
entire book of His words and teachings for us to be nourished by and to guide our lives!

In between the two readings, the congregation joins in singing one of the 150 Psalms with the Cantor, who
leads us by introducing the psalm verse and its melody to us. Like | said when | spoke about the singing of the Gloria,
| would strongly encourage us to sing along with the chorus of the psalm, even if we do so with a quiet voice. When
we sing the psalm at Mass, we are making use of the words of King David in praising God and seeking His help. Those
psalms were composed almost three thousand years ago, and yet we still pray them today. They speak beautifully to
themes of trust, faith, anxiety, hope, love, suffering, joy, and peace- human emotions presented to God to ask for His
help and guidance. So sing, and sing well!
