Continuing our discussion of the moment at Mass when the Gospel is read, the priest
or deacon processes to the ambo holding aloft the Book of the Gospels, while the people
stand and sing, “Alleluia.” We stand as a sign of our being “at attention” for the reading of a
passage of one of the four Gospels. Among all of the books of the Bible, the four Gospels
hold a pride of place because they record the actual words and actions of God Himself in Christ Jesus our Lord.
Here we are receiving direct counsel, encouragement, and marching orders from our Lord Himself. We stand
prepared, ready to receive what God wishes to tell us.

When the priest or deacon arrives at the ambo, he first greets the congregation by saying, “The Lord be
with you,” and we respond with the customary, “and with your spirit.” He then informs us which of the Gospels
we are about to hear from: “A reading from the holy Gospel according to Matthew (Mark, Luke or John).” And
we respond with an acclamation of praise to God- “Glory to You, O Lord.” Notice something important here- that
last phrase that the congregation says is directed straight to God! “Gloryto Y 0 U IO Wdslooulddtry to
remember this when we say it, especially if we have taken the habit of saying it rather robotically or quickly- we
are speaking not to the priest or deacon, but directly to Almighty God Himself! We are offering Him praise and
glory for His having given to us the Gospels through which we can hear His teaching and learn of His life.

As we say this, we make a threefold signing of the cross- first on our forehead, then on our lips, and finally
over our heart. Again, we should try our best to do this with reverence, attention and devotion. Through this
gesture, we are saying that we pray that the word of God may be always on our minds, on our lips, and in our
hearts. In other words, we are praying that the word of God may envelope the entirety of us, our whole lives.

The deacon or priest then proceeds to read the assigned Gospel passage for that particular Mass. It is
important to remember that the priest does not choose the scripture readings for a given Sunday Mass- they are
set according to a cycle of readings which repeat every three years. After having read the Gospel, the priest or
deacon will tell us, “The Gospel of the Lord,” in order to remind us of the importance and majesty of what we
have just heard. And so we respond with a brief prayer of praise- “Praise to You, Lord Jesus Christ!” Again, we
are directly praising God in Jesus for giving us the opportunity to hear His saving words.

Then, the people sit down to prepare for the homily. As we do so, we may have noticed that the priest
or deacon does two little things. First, he kisses the Gospel book, and specifically the passage that he has just
read to us. If we recall from many bulletin articles ago, | spoke about the significance of the priest and deacon
reverencing the altar at the beginning and the end of Mass with a kiss. Kissing a sacred object is a traditional sign
of showing it reverence and respect. So, we kiss the Gospel book as a sign of reverence to the words and actions
of our Lord Jesus that we have just heard. Second, if we are paying close attention, we may notice that the priest
or deacon seems to be mouthing a brief word while he is putting the Gospel book out of the way. That’s actually
a prayer that he is required to pray after having proclaimed the Gospel, which the priest or deacon makes directly
to God on behalf of the people. He is to pray quietly: “Through the words of the Gospel may our sins be wiped
away.” This prayer tells us of the power and importance of the Gospels- their message has the power to change
hearts, to spark conversion, and to encourage devotion and love for God. And so, after having read the Gospel,
the priest or deacon prays to God, asking that this Gospel passage might bring the people who have heard it to
greater conversion, prompting us to ask pardon for our sins and seek the Lord more ardently. Next week | will
talk about the homily.
