From the Desk of Father Steve: Frequently

I am concluding my bulletin article series on annulments this weekend, with the
promised second half of questions and answers about annulments. I hope that this
series has been helpful in assisting us to understand annulments in the Catholic Church
and what they are.

1. I have heard that applying for an annulment is very expensive. Is that true?

No, it is not, at least not in our diocese of Duluth. It may be or may have been the case
in other dioceses that the administrative costs of processing a declaration of marriage nullity
case were primarily the responsibility of the person who is applying for such a declaration
of marriage nullity. More recently, Pope Francis has strongly urged local diocesan annulment offices to exclude
financial charges being placed on the person requesting an annulment decision. In the Diocese of Duluth, there
is no cost for applying for an annulment. At the end of the process, when a decision has been made, the diocese
will request a minimal donation to help cover the administrative costs involved in processing an annulment case
(currently, the requested donation is $250.00, which is just a portion of the actual cost involved in processing
an entire case.). Again, this is simply a requested donation. There is no expectation of payment, and absolutely
nothing changes in the process according to whether a person donates to the diocese or not.

2. How long does it take for an annulment decision to be rendered? Why does it take so long?

Church law requires that a decision be rendered in annulment cases within one year. However, while
that is the ideal, it is not always accomplished. This is the case for several reasons. First of all, there are multiple
required steps in the process, after each of which, there is a several week waiting period for people to be able to
respond before the judge in the case can move on to the next step. Second, sometimes certain cases, due to the
circumstances, are simply more complicated and complex than others, and require more information to be
gathered, including follow-up interviews, additional questionnaires, etc. Third, sometimes either the person
requesting the annulment or their witnesses “drag their feet,” and this can slow down the process as well. For this
reason, I never give a person an exact time period for completion and the rendering of a decision in their particular
case- there are just too many unknowns for such a prediction to be a prudent thing to do.

3. Are annulments only required for Catholics?

This is perhaps one of the most misunderstood aspects of annulments- they are not only required for
Catholics; an affirmative annulment decision is required before anyone who has been previously married, and
whose former spouse is still living, can enter a new marriage with a Catholic in the Catholic Church. So, for
example, if a non-Catholic gets married to another non-Catholic in their own church, and years later they get
divorced, and now one of those non-Catholics wishes to enter a second marriage with a Catholic, that non-Catholic
man will need to receive an affirmative decision declaring his first marriage to have been null in order for him to
be free to marry a Catholic woman in the Catholic Church.

The reason for this is that the Catholic Church recognizes and upholds not only marriages among Her own
people, but She also recognizes and upholds the validity of marriages entered into by men and women of other
Christian denominations and other faiths. This is because of our belief, as I spoke about earlier, in the natural
ability and desire for men and women to enter into the covenant of marriage. Therefore, we presume the marriage
of two Buddhists, or two Muslims, or two Protestants to be good, valid and binding. And even though a Protestant
couple may belong to a church that permits divorce and remarriage, we cannot approve of that because it directly
violates the Lord Jesus’ teaching about divorce and remarriage found in the Gospels (see Matthew 19: 3-9). So,
even if a couple believes they have the ability or the right to divorce and remarry, the Catholic Church, following
our Lord’s clear teaching, does not believe that such is possible, and thus a declaration of nullity is required not
only for Catholics, but also for non-Catholics who have been married before and now wish to remarry a Catholic
in the Catholic Church.

Letter to Holy Spirit Parishioners

To the good people of Holy Spirit Church,

After many years of consideration, prayer, and discussion
with my Spiritual Director and respected others, on my
own initiative, | submitted a request to the Diocese asking
to step away from active ministry as a Deacon for the
Diocese of Duluth. Early in July, | had the opportunity to
meet with Bishop Daniel to discuss my 12 years of
Diaconate ministry and the reasons that have led me to

make my formal request to step away from active ministry.

On August 12, 2021, Bishop Daniel accepted my request,
and as a result revoked all faculties granted to me as a
Deacon. Please understand that this revoking of faculties is
not a dismissal from the clerical state. | am not being
laicized, or removed from ministry due to any misconduct.
In other words, | am still a Deacon of the Catholic Church
and in good standing with our Diocese. However, because
my faculties have been revoked, | am no longer able to
engage in ministry that is granted to a Deacon: | will no
longer be assisting at Mass, preaching, or baptizing, etc.
While accepting my request, Bishop Daniel has also
requested that | continue to make intercessory prayer for
the people of God and indeed the whole world. Please
know that | will continue to pray for you: that in all things
you will be holy, pleasing, and acceptable to God.
