c. Discussion and possible action regarding design, acquisition and installation of new 
automated control systems for water treatment plant facility; 

d. Discussion and possible action regarding communications with residents and 
District property owners regarding failure of water treatment plant facility and 
related service matters; and 

e. Take such other action as may be necessary to restore or continue water service to 
District customers. 

STATEMENT REGARDING EMERGENCY AND URGENT PUBLIC NECESSITY: 

THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE DISTRICT IS PROCEEDING WITH THIS 
EMERGENCY MEETING BECAUSE OF THE FAILURE OF THE DISTRICT'S WATER 
TREATMENT PLANT FACILITY. FAILURE OF THE FACILITY WAS AN 
UNFORESEEABLE SITUATION AND THREATENS THE PROVISION OF POTABLE 
WATER SERVICE BY THE DISTRICT TO ITS CUSTOMERS, THEREBY 
CONSTITUTING AN IMMINENT THREAT TO PUBLIC HEALTH AND SAFETY. 

The Board of Directors may go into Executive Session if necessary, pursuant to the applicable section of Subchapter 
D, Chapter 551, Texas Government Code, of the Texas Open Meetings Act, on any of the above matters. No final 
action, decision or vote will be taken on any subject or matter in Executive Session.
