Those of us who flatter ourselves that we have a ñrealisticò view of the world may listen to the first reading 
today and say, ñGet real!ò when we hear Lukeôs account of the early, Elysian days of the Christian movement. 

All seems to be rosy, lots of wonders are performed, everyone shares selflessly, they eat 
together in ñexultation,ò and the Lord added to their numbers? Well, who wouldnôt be 
attracted to a group like this? From the wind that swept through the upper room at 
Pentecost as the Spirit of God blew over the face of the waters in Genesis, and the fire 
that appeared over each disciple as the light appeared at the dawn of creation, Lukeôs 
intent in Acts is to show a new creation, a restoration of creationôs original goodness 
through the working of the Holy Spirit.

  The hectic pace of family life can often mean that  
  prayer gets lost in the shuffle. Here are five simple,  
  practical tips to encourage your family to pray more: 
 

  1. When you rise from bed, get down on your knees. 
Try this method for morning prayer: Put your bedroom 
slippers or shoes far under your bed at the end of the day. 
Each morning, while on your knees retrieving your 
footwear, say a quick prayer offering the whole day to 
God. 
 

2. Communicate with God in your car. 
Many families spend a whole lot of their time in the family 
vehicle. As you buckle up, say a quick prayer that you will 
be aware of Godôs presence in your day. 
 

3. Place a prayer jar in the kitchen. 
Keep a jar in the kitchen in which each family member, 
each day, places a note listing a ñspecial intentionò that 
others in the family can pray for. Before each family 
member goes to bed, he or she pulls a note from the jar 
and prays for that need. 
 

4. Fold your hands before you unfold your napkin. 
Before each meal, take a few moments to thank the One 
who provides all that you need and blesses you with the 
lives of those around the table. Try mixing up rote prayers 
with spontaneous prayers, silent prayers with sung 
prayers. 

5. Pray when people or events upset you. 
If you want a sure-fire way to pray more each day, make a 
habit of saying a short prayer whenever someone irritates 
you. A quick ñHelp me, Godò is sufficient. Youôll never run 
out of opportunities!

Divine Mercy Sunday 
 

ñI desire that the Feast of Mercy be a refuge and shelter for all souls, and especially for poor sinners.  
On that day the very depths of My tender mercy are open. I pour out a whole ocean of graces upon those souls who 

approach the Fount of My Mercy. The soul that will go to Confession and receive Holy Communion shall obtain complete 
forgiveness of sins and punishment. On that day all the divine floodgates through which graces flow are opened.   

Let no soul fear to draw near to Me, even though its sins be as scarlet.ò  -Jesus to St. Faustina 
 

1. Make an Act of Contrition 
Since we are unable to get to Confession, make an Act of Contrition. 
 

Act of Contrition 
O my God, I am heartily sorry for having offended Thee, and I detest all my sins,  
because I dread the loss of heaven, and the pains of hell;  
but most of all because they offend Thee, my God,  
Who are all good and deserving of all my love. I firmly resolve, with the help of Thy grace,  
to confess my sins, to do penance, and to amend my life. Amen. 
 

2. Make a Spiritual Communion 
Since churches are closed and we cannot receive Holy Communion, make a Spiritual Communion 
instead.  
 

Act of Spiritual Communion 
My Jesus, I believe that You are present in the Blessed Sacrament.  
I love You above all things and I desire You in my soul.  
Since I cannot now receive You sacramentally,  come at least spiritually into my heart.  
As though You were already there,  I embrace You and unite myself to You;  
permit not that I should ever be separated from You. Amen.  
 

Do this act of trust with the intent to return to the sacrament of Holy Communion as soon as possible.   
  

3. Say a prayer like this: 
Lord Jesus Christ, You promised St. Faustina that the soul that has been to Confession [Iôm unable, 
but I made an Act of Contrition] and the soul that receives Holy Communion [Iôm unable, but I made a 
Spiritual Communion] will receive the complete forgiveness of all sins and punishment. Please, Lord 
Jesus Christ, give me this grace. 

 
1. Make the Sign of the Cross 
In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. 
Amen. 
 

2. Optional Opening Prayers 
You expired, Jesus, but the source of life gushed forth for souls, 
and the ocean of mercy opened up for the whole world. O Fount 
of Life, unfathomable Divine Mercy, envelop the whole world and 
empty Yourself out upon us.  
 

O Blood and Water, which gushed forth from the Heart of Jesus 
as a fount of mercy for us, I trust in You! (X3) 
 

3. Our Father 
Our Father, Who art in heaven, hallowed be Thy name; Thy 
kingdom come; Thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven. Give 
us this day our daily bread; & forgive us our trespasses as we 
forgive those who trespass against us; & lead us not into 
temptation, but deliver us from evil, Amen. 
 

4. Hail Mary 
Hail Mary, full of grace. The Lord is with thee. Blessed art thou 
amongst women, and blessed is the fruit of thy womb, Jesus. 
Holy Mary, Mother of God, pray for us sinners, now and at the 
hour of our death, Amen. 
 

 

5. The Apostlesô Creed 
I believe in God, the Father almighty, Creator of heaven and 
earth, and in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord, who was 
conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary, suffered 
under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died and was buried; He 
descended into hell; on the third day He rose again from the 
dead; He ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand 
of God the Father almighty; from there He will come to judge the 
living and the dead. I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic 
Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the 
resurrection of the body, and life everlasting.

9. Conclude with Holy God (X3) 
Holy God, Holy Mighty One, Holy Immortal One, have mercy on 
us and on the whole world. 
 

10. Optional Closing Prayer 
Eternal God, in whom mercy is endless and the treasury of 
compassion ð inexhaustible, look kindly upon us and increase 
Your mercy in us, that in difficult moments we might not despair 
nor become despondent, but with great confidence submit 
ourselves to Your holy will, which is Love and Mercy itself.
