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                         THE DUTIES OF CIVIL AUTHORITIES 
 
 
 The Church presents her teaching on the duties of persons in authority under the command-

ment to ñHonor thy father and thy mother.ò  The Catechism of the Catholic Church states that ñGodôs fourth 
commandment also enjoins us to honor all who for our good have received authority in society from God.  It 
clarifies the duties of those who exercise authority as well as those who benefit from itò (#2234).  The 
Church insists that state authority exists for the sake of the common good.  Therefore, those who exercise 
this authority must do it as an act of service, not for their own selfish interests or the interests of a select 
few.  They must also act in a way that conforms to the natural law and respects the God-given dignity of 
persons.  They must avoid the temptation to use their position for personal gain.  Rather, their decisions 
must respect ña just hierarchy of valuesò which promote both freedom and responsibility among the people 
they govern (Catechism, #2236). 

   
A ñjust hierarchy of valuesò means that what is most fundamental to human flourishing must be the 

first among various options in policy and law.  Some things which are fundamental to human flourishing 
are:  the right of an innocent person not to be intentionally killed or physically harmed; the ability to practice 
oneôs faith without government interference, including the teaching of the faith to children and the freedom 
to share it with others; the freedom of expression and the exercise of personal initiative in work and culture; 
and the promotion of family and marriage.  From the perspective of Catholic morality any official who inten-
tionally acts against these interests is guilty of serious sin because it is contrary to natural law.  Moreover, 
the Church calls on governments to have a special concern for the needs of the poor and disadvantaged in 
their society. 

 
There are limits to the exercise of power by civil authorities.  In the Churchôs doctrine on social jus-

tice the principle of subsidiarity looms large.  This principle protects against the excessive wielding of pow-
er by a central authority.  People in power are tempted to aggregate power to themselves.  According to 
David Bosnich of the Acton Institute, subsidiarity requires that ñnothing should be done by a larger and 
more complex organization which can be done as well by a smaller and simpler organization. In other 
words, any activity which can be performed by a more decentralized entity should be. This principle is a 
bulwark of limited government and personal freedomò (Religion & Liberty, July , ).  A good example 
of the violation of subsidiarity would be if the federal government took over responsibility for cutting the 
grass in a borough park.   

 
Subsidiarity excludes the moral acceptance of socialistic or collectivist forms of government like 

communism, as explained in the Catechism: ñSocialization also presents dangers. Excessive intervention 
by the state can threaten personal freedom and initiative. The teaching of the Church has elaborated the 
principle of subsidiarity, according to which óa community of a higher order should not interfere in the inter-
nal life of a community of a lower order, depriving the latter of its functions, but rather should support it in 
case of need and help to coordinate its activity with the activities of the rest of society, always with a view 
to the common good.ô  The exercise of authority must be done at the proper level if it is to be legitimate and 
promote harmony among the people. 

 
Those whom society has entrusted with authority are personally responsible for its use.  Issues of 

faith and morality cannot be excluded when it comes to making policy and wielding power.  It is never mor-
ally permissible for a government official to violate fundamental human rights.  Their office does not give 
them cover for immoral acts.  For example, a person who is directed to round up and put in prison a ruling 
partyôs opponents is morally culpable if he obeys the directive.  No one ever has to do something wrong, 
for a choice is always involved, and like every other person, civil authorities are required to make choices 
that are always in accord with what is right and just.
