Weekly Message from Deacon Rob on the Sunday Readings 

Todayȭs celebration of the Word gives us the fourth           
theophanic account – the Marriage Feast of Cana. This       
revelation foreshadows Jesusȭ role as the Divine Bridegroom. 
Books have been written covering this wonderous concept; 
however, simple meditation can hone an individualȭs under-
standing of this revelation. With careful thought and prayer, 
the Marriage Feast at Cana can give an unique appreciation 
of this miraculous event. In addition, the seemingly strange 
address that Jesus gives his mother can also be clarified. 
Mary, herself, understood the response as she continued to 
place her faith in her son. With this revelation comes a fore-
shadowing and prefiguration of the greatest relationship to 
be established – Godȭs Ȱmarriageȱ with his created creatures. 

This unique and wonderous event is inferred in todayȭs first 
reading from Isaiah. This prominent prophet loquaciously 
announces this intended union when he describes              
Jerusalemȭs intended prominence among the nations of the 
world. His inspired writing employs nuptial terms like 
ȰEspousedȱȟ Ȱbridegroomȱ and ȰbrideȱȢ While some may 
claim these are just metaphorical references, the true       
implication is missed. Instead, this prophet of God, divinely 
inspired, employs the terms that uniquely and specially refer 
to Godȭs Love for mankind and His intention to manifest that 
love in a remarkable way. 

Todayȭs second reading from Paul to the Corinthians         
emboldens Christians to see clearly how God manifests His 
love in their daily lives. This loving God blesses each           
individual with a special charism that allows humanity to 
serve the Divine and each other in a loving way. The Apostle 
to the Gentiles lists the diversity of talent found within the 
community that allows each person to demonstrate Godȭs 
love for them in a unique way. This dispersal is given by God 
out of love in order that Creator and creature can foster a 
loving relationship. It is this relationship that God desires to 
enhance. 

Finally, todayȭs Gospel according to John enlightens us about 
this intimate relationship through the account of the         
marriage feast of Cana. This account has many layers for   
interpretation; however, there are some outstanding points 
that must be recognized. The first point deals with the wine 
and who is suppose to supply it. During the time of Christ, 
the wine was to be supplied by the groom. It was up to him 
to make sure the supply would last through the entire       
celebration – seven days. The fact that the wine is depleted 
considerably early is problematic. Interestingly, it is not the 

groom that discovers this shortage but Mary, Jesusȭ mother. 
The fact that Mary is the one who approaches Jesus to solve 
the problem is an extremely significant fact. The dialogue 
between Christ and his mother is noteworthy and requires 
great contemplation. Mary presents the problem with an 
open heart and mind to Jesus. As a mother, she anticipates 
the solution. Christȭs response appears strange when He 
says, ȰWoman, how does your concern affect me? My hour 
has not yet come.ȱ It is this strange form address that fosters 
another fascinating point – the word, ȰwomanȱȢ 

The term ȰWomanȱ seems odd for Jesus to use in talking 
with his mother; however, the salutation is not only           
appropriate in this case but also extremely significant in the 
process of God revealing Himself to human beings. Two    
notable reasons exist as to why Jesus uses this term to      
address Mary. First, recalling Jesusȭ childhood response 
when his parents discovered him in the Temple, his reply 
that he must go about his Fatherȭs business was a reminder 
to them and others as to his true parentage. Keeping this 
mind, then, and his usage of the term ȰWomanȱȟ now,        
reaffirms the distinct relationship of Creator and creature. In 
both instances, there is no doubt of his Divine Nature. This 
establishes a basis for the second, and most commonly     
accepted fact, that here is another notable and biblical       
reference. This reference is the fact that Mary is the New 
Eve. 

The second observation leads to a comparison between 
Mary and Eve. Careful scholarship analysis garners this     
unexpected conclusion, making Mary the ȰNewȱ Eve and 
Christ the ȰNewȱ Adam in Johnȭs Gospel. Scholars have noted 
that Eve is called Ȱwomanȱ eleven times, she is with Adam at 
the Fall and invites him to sin, and she is the mother whose 
offspring will conquer the serpent. Likewise, Mary is called 
Ȱwomanȱ twice, invites Jesus to perform his first sign, is with 
Jesus at the crucifixion, and is the ȰWomanȱ whose offspring 
conquers the devil. These correlations are not accidental; 
rather, John utilizes them to designate that Jesus is the New 
Adam who is Divine and comes as the Divine Bridegroom. In 
this role, Jesus is the Anointed One who is revealing His    
divine nature to those present. Finally, the miracle at Cana 
serves as a designator of something greater to come – the 
Divine Banquet. 

It is not surprising, then, that the Church chooses to            
celebrate this feast with great anticipation. As we attend the 
earthly banquet, the Mass, we are supplied by the Divine 
Bridegroom with that special wine – His body and Blood. 
Just as Christ transformed gallons and gallons of water into 
wine two thousand years ago, today and in the future, he 
transforms wine into his Sacred Body and Blood. This      
modern-day miracle is an act allowing God to meet man on 
manȭs level before we stand before him on His level in     
heaven. We need to open our Ȱeyesȱ of faith and recognize 
the Divine intercession that is taking place. Jesus, yesterday, 
today, and in the future stands with us. Once again, God 
walks with his people in an intimate and unique relationship 
as the Divine Bridegroom.
