tions. Faeled partly by arguments about
structure, Scripture, and theology and emphasis
on individual autonomy {*1 don't like what you're
doing 50 I'll start my own charch™), the namber
has risen over the last few centuries into the
mndreds. We can be certain this isn't what fesus
intenwded. Hisfrequent prayer was “thatthey may all
be one, as you, Father, are in me and | inyon™ (John
I17:21). But Jesus knew the human temptation to
exclude those whom we do not like or understand.
The call for oneness can be distorted
into the call for exclusiveness, with
a select few deciding who's in and
who's out, depending on criteria they
alone decide.

In today's Gospel, Jesus reminds
the disciples that they are not the
sole recipients of spiritual gifts or
divine grace. Perhaps remembering
the accoant in Mumbers, Jesus gently
points out that those who preach,
hezal, or cast out demons in his name
are not doing wrong simply because
they are not part of the twelve. They,
too, can be part of Christ’s mission.
Jesns reminds them (and us) of the
catholic (universall nature of the
body of Christ. [ think this, in some
way, prepared them for the spread of
Chiristianity throughout the wordd.

As Catholics we are diverse and unique. We are
also united to many Christian brothers and sisters
thromgh our common, Trinitarian baptism. And
s0 we pray for the day that all people will be one
in the fullness of Christs power and truth.
