2. March 22nd is World Water Day. The theme of World Water Day 2021  is  
      valuing water . Beyond the issues of pricing, this topic includes the environmental,   

social and cultural value people place on water . Choose recycled goods while grocery 
shopping. It takes less water and energy to turn materials into recycled goods than is 
does to start with raw materials. You’ll be surprised how many products are available, 
just look for 100% recycled  labels! 

 
3.   Practice responsible water use during your morning routine. Taking a shower uses an 

average of 15 less gallons of water than filling up a bathtub, and shutting off the faucet 
while you brush your teeth or scrub your hands during washing can save almost 400 
gallons of water a month.
