The Feast of All Souls Day 
Today we remember all the members of the 
Church who have died in Christ. While we re-
member them at their funerals and anniversaries 
we also remember them in a very special way on 
this day and pray for their eternal happiness.  
 
Why do Catholic Christians commemorate the dead 
during the month of November? Abbot Odilo of the 
great French Abbey of Cluny introduced the festival 
of All Souls in 998 AD for members of his own reli-
gious order. Later, in the 14th century, All Souls was 
adopted by Rome for the entire church. It is dedicat-
ed to the memory of all the faithful departed.  
 
All Saints Day and All Souls Day set the tone for the 
month of November. All Souls are our family and 
relatives, our neighbors and friends, our ancestors, 
that “cloud of witnesses” who accepted the godly 
realism of their lives, shared it with others already on 
earth, and continue to do so now before the throne of 
the Lamb in heaven. 
 
For this reason, these two days are truly blessed, and 
give us a reason to hope, to believe, to struggle and 
to live. The Feast of All Souls and the month of No-
vember is a source of consolation for each of us. The 
consoling doctrine of the Communion of Saints al-
lows us to feel ever close to those who have died and 
gives us much hope in moments of despair and sad-
ness. Our prayers for the faithful departed increase 
faith and love within us; they draw us to look upon 
the Son with ever greater longing. 
 
In a very moving and personal reflection on his im-
minent death, Cardinal Joseph Bernardin of Chicago 
wrote the book, The Gift of Peace, several weeks be-
fore going to God. At the end of his personal testa-
ment he wrote: 
“Many people have asked me to tell them about 
heaven and the afterlife. I sometimes smile at the re-
quest because I do not know any more than they do. 
Yet, when one young man asked if I looked forward 
to being united with God and all those who have 
gone before me, I made a connection to something I 
said earlier in this book. 
 
The first time I traveled with my mother and sister to 
my parents’ homeland of Tonadico di Primiero, in 
northern Italy, I felt as if I had been there before. Af-
ter years of looking through my mother’s photo al-
bums, I knew the mountains, the land, the houses, the 
people. As soon as we entered the valley, I said, “My 
God, I know this place. I am home.” Somehow I 
think crossing from this life into eternal life will be 
similar. I will be home. 
 
Let us spend our earthly pilgrimage filling our minds 
with the thoughts of heaven, so that when we finally 
cross over into eternal life, the images we see may

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
Just two years ago, we engaged in one of the core activities of 
our democratic system: a presidential election. Actually, the 
institution of election can be traced to traditions in the Church, 
and although bishops are no longer chosen in this way, abbots 
and abbesses (heads of monastic communities) have almost 
always been elected by full voting members of their communi-
ties. The lifetime appointment begins when the monks or nuns 
are gathered in "chapter" at the death or resignation of the ab-
bot, and fortunately for all involved, campaigning is not al-
lowed! The members of the community discern, with prayer to 
the Holy Spirit, who among them is the best suited for leader-
ship. Once chosen, the new leader requests the blessing of the 
local bishop, who usually presides at a ceremony of consecra-
tion or investiture. The ballots are always secret, and a simple 
majority must be achieved. 
 
In our American system the Electoral College is the determin-
ing voice in the presidential election, not the popular election 
on a November Tuesday, just as the monastic chapter is the 
electorate. Today, most religious orders elect general superiors 
in "chapter" by delegates of the professed members, and usually 
for a term of six years. A few, like the Jesuits, elect for life. At 
least we don't have that weight on our shoulders when we 
choose a president. Four years at a time will do!

Trigésimo Primer Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario 
 
EL SECRETO DEL ÉXITO  

Las lecturas son bastante sencillas y directas. Solo 
haz estas dos cosas, ama a Dios con todo tu ser y ama a tu 
prójimo como a ti mismo, y serás salvado. El Deuteronomio 
y el salmo enfatizan la importancia de amar a Dios con todo 
nuestro ser. La carta a los hebreos nos recuerda que Jesús 
nos amó como él amó a su Padre y por eso él se ofreció así 
mismo por nuestros pecados. Marcos dice que amar a Dios 
completamente también debe ir acompañado de amar a 
nuestro prójimo. Jesús amó a su Padre con toda su alma, 
toda su mente y todas sus fuerzas. El amor entre Dios y Je-
sús los hace uno. Todo depende de la integridad y equidad 
de ese amor. 
 
AMOR  

A todos nos gustan las reglas que miden nuestras 
acciones y nos aseguran que hemos hecho lo suficiente. Hoy 
se nos dan dos reglas que no nos ofrecen nada de eso. Estas 
reglas requieren de nosotros enfocarnos solo en el amor: el 
amor de Dios y el amor a los prójimos. No son siete o diez. 
Solo son dos. Tú debes amar a Dios, pero debes hacerlo con 
todo tu ser. Todo lo que eres debe enfocarse y reflejar el 
amor de Dios. Y luego debes amar a tu prójimo. La primera 
regla es clave para la segunda.  

A menos que entendamos cómo Dios ama tanto al 
que merece como al que no merece ser amado, nunca podre-
mos amarnos a nosotros mismos o a alguna otra creatura de 
la creación como Dios ama a todos. Los evangelios nos re-
cuerdan que Jesús buscó al desamparado, al de las perife-
rias, al despreciado, para enseñarnos cómo Dios nos ama. Si 
todo lo que se trata de ti se trata de amar a un Dios que te 
creó y te redimió, entonces amas como Dios ama. Si amas a 
Dios como él lo hace, reconoces la debilidad en ti mismo y 
en el mundo y aun así amas a ese ser roto y a un mundo roto 
como Dios lo hace. Esta es la única medida del éxito que 
importa.
