SOLEMNITY OF CORPUS CHRISTI 
 

This weekend we celebrate the Solemnity of Corpus Christi 
ï the Holy Body and Blood of Jesus. The Eucharist is not 
just a symbol or a reminder of Jesus, The Eucharist IS Jesus 
ï His very body and blood given to us as gift because of 
Godôs unfathomable love for us. The Eucharist is the very 
heart of the Church. It is a gift we should never take for 
granted and of which we should regularly avail ourselves. 
This feast reminds us that we are on a journey. We are pil-
grims passing through this world to eternity where we hope 
to be with God. When we get too settled and comfortable in 
our worldly ways and live as though the world is all that 
should concern us, the Eucharist , the holy bread of angels, 
as St. Thomas Aquinas calls the Eucharist, reminds us of 
our true destiny. Thank you, Lord Jesus, for this sublime 
gift of yourself in the Eucharist! 

 

Corpus Christi 
  
 

The Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and 
Blood of Christ is also known as the Solem-
nity of Corpus Christi, which translates from 
Latin to "Body of Christ."  This feast originated in France 
in the mid thirteenth century and was extended to the 
whole Church by Pope Urban IV in 1264.  This feast is 
celebrated on the Thursday following the Trinity Sunday 
or, as in the USA, on the Sunday following that feast. 

 

This feast calls us to focus on two manifestations of the 
Body of Christ, the Holy Eucharist and the Church. The 
primary purpose of this feast is to focus our attention on 
the Eucharist. The opening prayer at Mass calls our atten-
tion to Jesus' passion and the fruits of redemption.  

 

At every Mass our attention is called to the Eucharist and 
the Real Presence of Christ in it. The secondary focus of 
this feast is upon the Body of Christ as it is present in the 
Church. The Church is called the Body of Christ because 
of the intimate communion which Jesus shares with his 
disciples. He expresses this in the gospels by using the 
metaphor of a body in which He is the head. This image 
helps keep in focus both the unity and the diversity of the 
Church. 

 

This year especially, after spending time in isolation away 
from receiving the Eucharist, let us focus on the true pres-
ence of Christ; body, blood, soul and divinity.  Let us re-
ceive the Eucharist with great love and respect, not merely 
as a matter of routine.  For it is with Him and through Him 
that we receive our salvation.  It is because of Him that we 
receive eternal peace and have been reconciled with the 
Father.
