RELIGIOUS EDUCATION NEWS 
 

At this time, we will start enrollment for CCD. We will 
have the children meet at the Parish Center on October 
25th at  9:00 a.m.  The children will all receive a packet 
from their class. This will include work that can be done at 
home with their families to be passed in at their next class 
meeting, which will be on November 15. We will meet 
again during the month of December on December 13. 
Hopefully, we will resume classes on a weekly basis start-
ing in January.  Any of this is subject to change but we 
need to move forward.  
 

Social Distancing will be followed and everyone is asked 
to wear a mask. 

 

I will hold a Zoom meeting for the First Communion par-
ents and the Confirmation parents at a date to be an-
nounced. 

 

It is important to enroll your child asap, so that we can get 
a count of students.      

     

Children in public schools or non-Catholic private schools 
and academics should be attending religious education 
classes on a yearly basis. Children planning on receiving 
the Sacrament of First Holy Communion must attend clas-
ses for two years (Grade 1 and Grade 2.) Candidates for 
the Sacrament of Confirmation must attend classes for 
two years (Grade 9 and Grade 10.) 
 

 Children in parochial schools and private Catholic schools 
are required to attend classes only for one year (the year of 
preparation.) First Holy Communion is usually received in 
Grade 2 and Confirmation in Grades 9 or above. Registra-
tion forms are available in the office at the Our Lady of 
Loreto Center, Monday ïThursday from 8:00 a.m. - 4:00 
p.m. And also on line at mtcarmel.ws., or email Joan 
at joan_dargenis@yahoo.com.  There is a fee of $15.00 
per child or $25.00 per family.
