An Excerpt from the Homilies by Fr. Joe Robinson 

from the Guiding Light “Inspire to be Genuine” 

Book: It’s normal for people to want to know how much 
something costs, even how much it will cost us to get into 

heaven or how much we need to pray for someone who has died 

to help them get into heaven. Another manifestation of this kind 

of thinking is when we wonder when do we need to be ready to 

meet the Lord. If we’re living a life without God, we try to 

calculate how long we might have before we could die and not 

be reconciled with God. Some people might be guilty of the sin 

of presumption, thinking there will be no consequences for 

ignoring God’s law because God is all good so we don’t have to 

worry about being ready. As today’s scriptures tell us we need to 

do more. We need to get ready for the day he will come again, 

not as a baby but as our glorified, risen Lord. Paul says, that day 

is closer than when we first believed. Jesus tells us that day will 

catch us off guard if we’re not ready; it will hit us like a flood, 

like a thief when we’re asleep, in the middle of the day while 

we’re at work or fixing dinner. 

   Advent means “coming” and although we are touched by the 

humble coming of our God as an infant to save us, it’s also the 

coming of an adult Christ that we must be thinking of. Will he be 

a stranger to us and will we be a stranger to him? There’s one 

sure way we will not meet as strangers, and that is to pray. We’ll 

never have a relationship with God (or for that matter with 

anyone else) unless we put time aside to nurture that relationship. 

    If you have some other priority to help you be ready to meet 

the Lord, then that’s what needs attention. Paul tells us if we 

want to go rejoicing to the house of the Lord, it is now the hour 

to wake from sleep.  Amen.
