The
parable refers to it as the smallest seed of all, but it produces the
greatest of all shrubs. Perhaps the meaning of this parable is
more self-evident than that which preceded it. In any case,
neither parable is explained.

We are told that Jesus spoke to the crowds in parables, but he
explained them to his disciples privately. We might wonder why
Jesus would not explain the parables to the crowds. The disciples
whom Jesus called formed bonds stronger than family. They
were chosen to live in relationship with him and one another.
Thought he taught in enigmatic parables, he explained all to his
disciples. Those on the outside understood the words, but not the
hidden meaning of the parables.
