Dear Parish Family, 
 
It is certainly odd these days. Nevertheless, God is with us! God 
does not abandon us in these times, and God will provide, even 
if we cannot provide public liturgies. The domestic Church has 
now become paramount whether that Church is full of children, 
an empty nest, or a hermitage. Home worship, and home 
catechesis must be the norm now. In this column Iôd like to 
recommend some ways to keep up on both. 
   
For catechesis I recommend the following: 
 
1. Bishop Barronôs youtube channel ñWord on Fire:ò He does 

a good job keeping things positive, and answering questions 
of the day. Some of his videos include discussions with non-
Catholics. 

2. The Catechism of Piux X: This does a great job giving brief, 
and clear answers to common questions about Catholicism. 
It is a bit weak on nuance, so if something strikes you as 
odd or dated, please get in touch with me via email for 
clarification. 

3. The Baltimore Catechism: Yup, it stills holds up. Sure, the 
pictures, or the language can be a bit dated, but it holds up. I 
know many young families who have returned to this work 
to teach their children with great success. Again it is a bit 
weak on nuance, so please contact me for clarifications. 

4. The Power of Silence: This book is written by Cardinal 
Robert Sarah, and is a great take on how our culture has 
become so noisy, we often forget to listen to God. Now that 
the culture has quieted a bit, it is time to embrace this 
powerful silence. 

 
For devotion I recommend the following: 
 
1. Home Rosary. 
 
2. Home Divine Mercy Chaplet. 
 
3. Litany of the Saints and tack on St. Corona, St. Rocco, St. 
Anthony the Great, Health of the Sick (a title of Mary) and Hope 
of the Sick (title of Joseph). These are all saints that are 
powerful at time of plague/outbreak. 
 
4. Share your thankfulness with each other daily. 
 
5. Watch livestream Masses. There are many options, but I offer 
it Tues-Fri at 8 pm and Sundays at Noon and 8 pm from my 
youtube channel, The Liturgical Broadcast System. I link it to 
my facebook page, ñPater Edwin Dwyer.ò 
 
Please know that you are in my continued prayers, and I long for 
the day we can congregate again. Until then, trust that God 
provides and find the blessings amidst the virus.
