Stewardship Message:  Todayôs psalm says, ñThe Lord 
has done great things for us; we are filled with joy.ò Good 
stewards demonstrate by their living and giving that they 
understand God as the Source of all they are and have. 

A Reflection of the Gospel from Living Liturgy 
2021:   Bartimaeus is sitting at the side of the road, not going 
anywhere, as Jesus and his disciples approach. They are going 
somewhere, on the way to Jerusalem. With the eyes of faith he 
shouts out to Jesus, using not only his everyday name but also 
a messianic title: ñJesus, son of David, have pity on meò! The 
crowd tosses Bartimaeus the rebuke and scorn that are so often 
earned by those who have the courage to profess their faith, 
especially if they are regarded as unimportant, marginalized 
people. 
   And even in the crowd Jesus is aware of the individual, of 
the tattered man who is eager for personal contact with him. 
For that, Jesus will take the time and interrupt his journey. 
Jesusôs command to the crowd, ñCall him,ò combined with the 
persistence of Bartimaeus, seems to transform them from 
rebuking to encouraging Bartimaeus, and their voices become 
a kind of resurrection chorus that urges him to have courage, 
rise up, and answer Jesusôs call. Bartimaeusôs response is not 
only an exultant physical leap, but also a leap of faith. 
   Jesus asks this beggar ñoutsiderò the identical question that 
we heard him ask the two privilege ñinsiderò disciples in last 
Sundayôs gospel: ñWhat do you want me to do for you?ò The 
contrast of Bartimaeusôs response with theirs is both poignant 
and prophetic. Blinded by self importance to the demands of 
following a suffering and servant Messiah, the disciples had 
asked for the best places in the kingdom. But Bartimaeus, 
aware of his poverty and disability, asks for nothing but that he 
may see, addressing Jesus reverently as ñRabbouni,ò 
ñMaster.ò Jesus knows that the blind man already has the 
seeing eyes of faith, and he tells Bartimaeus that it is this faith 
that now restores his physical sight. ñGo you way; your faith 
has saved you,ò says Jesus. 
   Are we aware of own blindness, of our inability to recognize 
Jesus who is passing through our everyday lives? From the 
depths of our spiritual poverty and disabilities, do we urgently 
ask for insightful faith so that we recognize who Jesus really 
is? Or are we reluctant to leave even the small, secure territory 
of our reputation or material comfort that we have staked out 
for ourselves and push forward to Jesus, ready to enter with 
him into whatever ñJerusalemò he will lead us into, with his 
promise of a share in his passion, death . . . .and resurrection?
