PASTOR’S PARISHABLES  
 

July 17, 1968 – July 17, 2018. 50 years. Does this 

deserve celebrating or what?! Sr. Cecilia Warner is 

celebrating her golden jubilee as a School Sister of Notre 

Dame. We’re honored that she’s coming back here to her 

home parish, SS Peter & Paul, next Saturday, July 7, to 

include us. She will renew her vows at the 5:15 Mass. As 

an article in The Catholic Sun, newspaper of the Diocese 

of Phoenix says, “For the past 50 years, Sr. Cecilia 

Warner, SSND, has been spending the lion’s share of her 

time teaching children about God, & how to read & do 

math. She dedicated her life to serving youngsters in the 

classroom when she first professed vows July 17, 1968, at 

the SSND chapel in Mankato, MN, along with 16 other 

novices. ‘That morning … I just knew what I would be 

doing was right; right for me, that it was God’s call. The 

only doubts I ever knew were, Could I be good enough 

for God? Could I measure up to his expectations, or 

would my actions disappoint him?”’ At an observance in 

May in her parish in Glendale, AZ, the pastor said, “The 

reason Sr. Cecilia is still in her ministry is the love & 

mercy of God. It’s all about grace. It’s very inspiring.” 

The principal at St. Louis the King School, where Sr. 

Cecilia currently teaches, commented, “She’s always 

peaceful, loving & joyful with the children. When they see 

her, they feel warm & secure. Her knowledge & expertise 

as a resource teacher working with students struggling 

with reading & math is a gift.” 
 

I take a personal interest in this 
because I’m pastor of the parish in 

which it all began. But even 

deeper than that, it’s because I’ve 

been influenced by School Sisters 

of Notre Dame too. Every week as 

a child & every summer for a 

week or 2, sisters from Mankato—older SSND sisters of 

Sr. Cecilia—would come to my home parish for “cate-

chism.” Now I know their role in my life was more than 

catechetical. People in consecrated life are influential, so 

often in subtle ways. With me they were. Now I know. 

They were formative in my spiritual life (even though my 

mind was often elsewhere when they were teaching me). 

Now I know. So celebrating Sr.’s golden jubilee is deeper 

than one individual for me. It brings to mind many other 

sisters who came into my own life & left their mark.  

 

Since of the feast of the birth of John the Baptist on 

June 24
th
, we’ve given some prominence & promotion to 

his father Zechariah’s song, the Benedictus. It’s called a 

canticle. So what’s a canticle? A canticle is like a psalm 

except it’s not in the Book of Psalms. They’re songs. 

They’re sprinkled through both Testaments. The 

Magnificat is the best-known canticle in the New 

Testament—but it’s not the only one. As you can see in 

June 24’s prayer card that we distributed, there are three 

in the gospel that the Church prays every day:  

 Zechariah’s Benedictus every morning,  

Mary’s Magnificat every evening, &  

Simeon’s Nunc Dimittis every night.  

Besides these big 3 in the gospel, there are 10 other 

canticles in the New Testament & a bunch in the Old. 

(Those 3 names are the 1
st
 word or words of each in 

Latin—their initials, you might say.) 
 

I’m planning a little summertime series on the Liturgy 

of the Hours (with last Sunday’s inspiration), so we can 

be more familiar with it & maybe even use some form of 

it personally. The Hours is a unique treasure of the 

Catholic Church. Unlike personal prayer & devotional 

prayer, the Liturgy of the Hours is part of the public 

prayer of the Church. Unlike some personal & devotional 

prayer, the Liturgy of the Hours is steeped in Scripture. I 

have a good idea, a better idea, & a great idea: 
 

     1. Good: Know about this liturgy,  

     what it is & that it is prayed daily. 
 

     2. Better: Model your own daily prayer  

     on the Liturgy of the Hours. 
 

     3. Best: Pray at least an abbreviated form* of  

     the Liturgy of the Hours.  
 

*“Abbreviated form?” I have a little “Shorter Christian 

Prayer:” A 4-week Psalter of the Liturgy of the Hours 

containing Morning Prayer & Evening Prayer. $15.95 It’s 

little; fits in my back pocket; ½ inch thick; I carry it in 

my car for when I forget my breviary. It’s published by 

Catholic Book. Try looking it up.  
 

Today’s revised Liturgy of the Hours is prayed on a 4-

week cycle:  

the two major hours,  

     Morning Prayer (formerly Lauds) &  

     Evening Prayer (formerly Vespers)  

plus the minor hours:  

     Daytime Prayer (Midmorning, Midday, Midafternoon)  

Night Prayer (formerly Compline), &  

the Office of Readings (corresponding to ancient Matins).  
 

Those Latin terms won’t mean much to most, but just 

in case you’re my age or older, you may have heard those 

Latin terms: lauds means praise; vespers, evening; 

compline, complete; matins, morning. Daytime Prayer is 

a simplified & consolidated form of the ancient Prime, 

Terce, Sext, & None (first, third, sixth, & ninth hours 

after dawn). Traditionally, there were 7 canonical hours 

("Seven times a day do I praise you," Ps 119:164), 

chanted in monastic communities.  
 

In support of our Church & Catholic ministries in our 

diocese, 2 more at SS Peter & Paul & 1 more at St. 

Mary’s have bumped us closer to our goals:  

SS PP: 65 (23.6%) have given $13,745 (79.5%) of goal. 

St M:   20 (25.6%) have given $  3,825 (62.8%) of goal.
