May the peace of Christ be with you, 

We have concluded the Christmas season with the 

celebration of the Baptism of the Lord. I would like 

to thank everyone for their Christmas gifts, cards, 

prayers, goodies, and also the membership at 

Interlaken golf club. I try to put it to good use by 

going there frequently in the summer time! Thank 

you also to all those who helped decorate the 

churches for Christmas, those who sang in the choirs 

and musicians, the sacristans, readers, communion 

ministers, servers, hospitality ministers, and greeters. 

All of your help was necessary to make the 

Christmas celebrations as beautiful as they were for 

all of us. We give special thanks to Jesus Christ our 

Lord and King for coming to be with us and bring us 

salvation by forgiving our sins.  

We take up again our discussion of the 

commandments from the Catechism of the Catholic 

Church, now on the Seventh Commandment, “You 

shall not steal.” This commandment recognizes the 

right that people have to private property, and 

therefore forbids theft, “usurping another’s property 

against the reasonable will of the owner. There is no 

theft if consent can be presumed or if refusal is 

contrary to reason and the universal destination of 

goods.” This happens when the only way to provide 

for immediate essential needs is to put at one’s 

disposal the property of others. Other things that fall 

into the category of the sin of theft are: “deliberate 

retention of goods lent or objects lost; business 

fraud; paying unjust wages; forcing up prices by 

taking advantage of the ignorance or hardship of 

another.” Also morally wrong are “speculation in 

which one contrives to manipulate the price of goods 

artificially in order to gain an advantage to the 

detriment of others; corruption in which one 

influences the judgment of those who must make 

decisions according to the law;” taking or using for 

oneself the materials or goods of one’s business or 

workplace; work poorly done (wasting time at 

work), tax evasion, forgery of checks or invoices, 

excessive expense or waste, as well as willfully 

damaging public or private property. All these things 

require reparation or paying back what was lost. (See 

Catechism, #2408-2409) 

Next week: what about gambling and games of 

chance? 

In next week’s gospel, Matthew 4:12-23, we have 

the call of the apostles Simon Peter, Andrew, James 

and John. All of these men were fishermen by trade, 

but Jesus calls them to become “fishers of men.” 

They are called to use their skills at catching fish 

instead to catch people and bring them into the 

kingdom of God by leading them to Jesus Christ. As 

we see in the gospel of Luke, they often don’t know 

how to catch fish, even though it is their livelihood. 

Thus the ability to bring people to Jesus is much 

more difficult and beyond our abilities. But Jesus is 

the one who knows how to do it, by giving people 

the gift and grace of faith in their hearts. We are 

called to be instruments of Jesus by talking to others 

about him, inviting them to pray with us and even 

attend Mass with us, and by our personal example of 

following the teachings of Jesus as first importance 

in our lives.

Office of Safe Environment Recertification 

Training: In January, the diocesan Safe Environment 

Office will again launch Keeping Our Promise Alive 

3.0, a VIRTUS® online recertification training for 

anyone who completed the “VIRTUS live training” in 

2014 or earlier. In February, a recertification notice 

will be sent to those who completed the training in 

2015. Employees and volunteers of DOW-R parishes 

or schools that are due for recertification will receive 

an email from VIRTUS Online with credentials to 

login and complete the training. This training takes 30-

40 minutes. The recertification training must be 

completed in order for parishes and schools to be 

compliant with the diocesan Safe Environment Policy 

and the audit that is due at the end of May.  

 

The legalization of Physician Assisted Suicide (PAS) 
is gaining ground in the USA, and there will be a bill 

proposed in the Minnesota legislature this 2020 to 

legalize it. We know that we are called to defend the 

dignity of life from conception to natural death. But we 

may not know that included in our faith is a treasure of 

the art of dying well. We ask you to resist the fear 

tactics of the proponents of PSA, and embrace the call 

to genuine compassion and friendship. 

 PAS myth: People can’t afford pain management 

medications. Physician Assisted Suicide is a dignified 

way out. 

Truth: For people over 65, hospice care is covered by 

Medicare. The VA and Minnesota Medical Assistance, 

as well as most private insurers, also cover hospice 

care. 

Catholic compassion: If people are struggling with the 

costs of health care or signing up for Medicare, please 

contact Catholic Charities or your county’s social 

services. However, hospice care is covered by 

Medicare, and cost should not be a consideration. We 

never want to encourage assisted suicide as a substitute 

for decent health care—we want to fix the health care 

system where it is broken. No one deserves an early 

death sentence due to their finances.
