Merry Epiphany (or “Little Christmas”)  

Our feast day today is really the older celebration of Jesus’ Birth in the early Church.  

Some countries share gifts today because of the gifts of the Magi to Jesus  

And because of the gift of Jesus, God-made-flesh/ manifest/visible to all peoples (Jews and Gentiles). 

 Where and how do I see Jesus visible and working in my life and our community?  

Do I thank God for epiphany (God) moments daily?  

With what gifts do I/we make Jesus visible to others?  

The Epiphany Home Blessing with Chalk  

It has long been a custom at the Epiphany Mass for the priest to bless pieces of chalk for each family in the parish. This 
chalk is then taken home and used to inscribe the names of the three holy Kings over the doorway (outside or inside) as 
a sign of the Christian Faith lived in our home and as a protection against the powers of evil. 

 The primary entrance of your home is blessed when you write the letters and symbols  

20 + C + M + B + 20 

(the three kings Caspar, Melchior, Balthazar surrounded by the year 2020).  

Another meaning of the initials are “Christus mansionem benedicat” or “May Christ bless this home.”  

The following prayer is then prayed by the family at their home entrance:  

 Father in heaven, we ask Your blessing on our home. May it be a dwelling place of faith, prayer, trust, love of all, mutual 
respect and hospitality to visitors. We ask this through Your Son, who on the Feast of the Epiphany made Himself known 
to all nations. Amen.  

The Gifts of the Magi  

The tradition of the Church has always seen the story of the Magi as a fulfillment of the prophecy found in Isaiah 20—
kings bringing gold and frankincense. But what about myrrh—where does it come from and what does it mean? 

Myrrh, an aromatic resin, was used in preparing the dead for burial. Gold reveals that the babe in the manger is actually 
a king; frankincense tells us that He is God incarnate; myrrh tells us that He has come to die, and is our human brother. 
That someone would redeem God’s people through suffering and death was foretold by Isaiah a few chapters earlier (Is 
53). This was the really hard thing for those living in Jesus’ time to comprehend—that the same person who fulfilled all 
those prophecies about a glorious new king also fulfilled the prophecies about a suffering servant.  

All three gifts of the Magi are necessary to convey the true revelation, the true epiphany of who this Child is and what He 
is destined to do. 
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EPIPHANY HOUSE BLESSING 
Items needed: chalk and a small bottle of holy water. 
Gather with family members, friends, and perhaps 
some neighbors at the front door. 
Leader: In the (+) name of the Father, and of the Son, 
and of the Holy Spirit. Amen. 
Let us pray: Christus mansionem benedicat. 
May Christ bless this house, Amen. 
The main doorway is signed 
[20 + C + M + B + 20] 
Leader (or other Reader): A reading from the book of 
Deuteronomy: 
Hear O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one. Love 
the Lord your God with all your heart, all your soul, all 
your strength. These commandments I give you are to 
be in your hearts, Place them on the doorframes of 
your home and on your entry gate. The Word of the 
Lord. 
Each room is sprinkled with holy water. 
Living Room: 
Bring us to live with you one day in heaven, 
Bless this room, O Lord. Amen. 
Kitchen: 
The celestial feast awaits us. 
Bless this room, O Lord. Amen. 
Dining room: 
Seat us at the heavenly banquet. 
Bless this room, O Lord.  Amen. 
Bedrooms: 
Be our renewal and our rest. 
Bless this room, O Lord. Amen. 
Bathroom: 
Make us clean with fresh water. 
Bless this room, O Lord. Amen. 
All return to the front door to pray together. 
Our Father… 
All are sprinkled with holy water. 
Bless this household through all days to come, Father, 
Son, and Holy Spirit, forever and ever. Amen.

And so we look at the world 
and at history as the place in which to walk together 
with God and with each other, toward the new 
heaven and the new earth. With Jesus’ birth a new 
promise is born, a new world is born, but also a 
world that can always be renewed. God is always 
present to purify the world from the sin that makes it 
old, from the sin that corrupts it. God’s closeness to 
each of us is a gift that never fades away. Christ is 
with us!  Christ is God with us! This is the good 
news of Christmas.                    -Pope Francis

Saint of the Week 
 

St. Prisca 
Evangelist and Martyr (First Century) 

 
St. Prisca was one of a number of women who played 
prominent roles in the early Church—not simply as 
“helpers” to the male apostles but as evangelists and 
Church administrators in their own right. Prisca and her 
husband Aquila were Jewish tentmakers in Corinth. 
Though originally from Rome they had, along with all 
Jews, been expelled from the imperial capital by order of 
the emperor Claudius. St. Paul met Prisca and Aquila 
soon after his arrival in Corinth. Their common trade—
Paul too was a tentmaker—provided the basis for their 
acquaintance. But soon, through Paul’s influence, they  
also shared a common zeal for the Gospel. Their home 
served as Paul’s base of operations in the city. Before 
long they were also serving as evangelists, preaching 
the Gospel to their fellow Jews. 
Prisca and Aquila followed Paul to Ephesus, where they 
again established a church in their home that included 
both Gentile and Jewish Christians. Later they returned 
to Rome and there too established a home church. Paul 
addressed them in his letter to the Romans as his “co-
workers in Christ Jesus.” 
If, in returning to Rome they had hoped to find greater 
tolerance under the emperor Nero, they were sorely dis-
appointed. According to tradition, Prisca and Aquila per-
ished in the general persecution around the year 64. 
 
“Greet Prisca and Aquila, my co-workers in Christ Jesus, 
who risked their necks for my life, to whom not only I am 
grateful but also all the churches of the Gentiles; greet 
also the church at their house.” 
    —St. Paul (Rom 16:3-5) 
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I want to thank everyone for their cards and prayers.

   St. Anthony Church Interior Repairs 
 

 We have contracted Max Autenrieb Church Inte-
rior Decorating, Inc., to repair the growing number of 
cracks in the ceiling and walls. (They are the company 
who helped with the renovation, almost 10 years ago). 
Cracks are not unusual over time. And the peeling be-
hind the statues is not from exterior water leaks but from 
condensation from big heat vents below them which will 
now be directed away from the wall. The cost will be 
around $10,000. 
 THANK YOU to each and all of you who donate 
through our Parish Repair/Improvement Envelopes, 
which allows us to keep our church, our House of God, 
so beautiful! 

 
 
Some of you may have noticed work 
has finished on the church windows. 
The work is completed by Emil Frei 
and Associates. They are the best! 
And have been around St. Louis for 
generations, having done most of 
the big churches around. We are 

fairly sure they made our beautiful windows. They 
are also highly in demand around the country, so 
our work may not be done right away, which is not 
doing any further damage. Their work  includes new 
tempered, unbreakable glass as exterior protective 
coverings for our 8 larger windows and 4 smaller 
windows on the front of our church, as well as exte-
rior cleaning wood and  lintel replacement, which 
will cost about $30,000 when it is finished. We have 
already a half of that saved up from your generous 
use of our monthly BUILDING FUND envelopes. 
 
     We invite each of you to make a special dona-
tion  to our Save our Stained Glass Windows Fund 
in a special envelope or your Capital Improvement 
envelope. We will honor in a special way anyone 
who donates $2,500 to cover the cost of one win-
dow, maybe in memory of someone. But any 
amount of your donation is most deeply appreciated 
and needed.
