TODAY’S READINGS

First Reading — The man said, “This one is bone of my
bones and flesh of my flesh; this one shall be called

SUNDAY GOSPEL

THE BARRIERS THAT SEPARATE US
We live in a society that has many technological avenues
for stimulation and entertainment, one in which the urban
population exceeds the non-urban. It is curious that loneli-
ness is a prevalent malady. It is easy to reach out and
touch someone, we are told. But—in truth—it is not all
that easy, and statistics from the mental health field will
reinforce that opinion. Today’s readings are about the
ways in which we can authentically reach out: God
touches Adam to create a mate and end his solitude; God
-in-Jesus takes on human flesh and death in order that
we might come to glory; Jesus reaches out to the children
whom the disciples had tried to keep away, showing us
the manner in which we must approach the loving em-
brace that awaits us in heaven. Until that day, however,
we must remember that ours is a sacramental church, a
church of signs of the love of God. And so we are called
to reach out continually to ease the loneliness and the
barriers that separate us from one another and, therefore,
from the love of Christ.

Children’s Liturgy of the Word takes place during the
9:00 a.m. Sunday Mass. This program is designed for
children ages three through nine. Children’s Liturgy of
the Word brings the Gospel to the children in an enlight-
ening and meaningful way and at their level of under-
standing. Through appropriately adapted Scripture texts,
music, prayer, and activities that reinforce the Gospel
message, the children have an opportunity to celebrate
their faith in a way that is joyful and relevant to their own
young lives. The children are escorted out of mass by
the program catechists after the Opening Prayer and
return to mass at Offertory.

CHANGE OF PASTORS AND GIFT OF PEWS

Father Dreher
In 1930 Father was removed as our pastor and was replaced by Father Albert W.
Weinig. In order to pay off the parish debt, he held several picnics and socials.

Father Sylvester L. Cassidy
was appointed to succeed Father Weinig. Our parish remained a mission parish at
this time. Father Cassidy served as Chaplain at St. Joseph’s Orphan Home,
St. John the Baptist Parish, Cathedral Latin School and Josephine Heitkamp
Hospital.

It was during this time that St. Mary and Joseph'’s Church in St. Louis donated pews
to our church. Padded kneelers were installed and the interior as well as the exterior
of the church was painted.

Since we remained a mission church, Father Cassidy had to continue to come out to our parish to say Mass,
while also attending and serving as chaplain and mission pastor to the other churches, etc. as well. In order
for St. Anthony of Padua - High Ridge to become a parish church, a private residence -- Rectory -- had to be
built and provided to our Pastor. This was then the next goal for our mission parish.

The Rectory
Even though our parish was small and poor, the parishioners worked hard to build the Rectory and on
May 25, 1944, Father Raymond Diermann was made our Pastor.
